TERRIFIC EXPLOSION. 
Sharon, Pa., Dec. 11.—An explosion 

that shook the earth for miles around, 
shattered windows in hundreds of 
houses at South Sharon, moved adja­
cent buildings from their foundations, 
and caused the injury of nine men, 
two probably fatally, occurred at the 
Sharon Steel Company’s plant yester­
day. The explosion occurred in the 
casting department of a “pig mill.” The 
metal was being poured from the ladle 
into the casting machine, when it 
came in contact with some water, 
which caused a blast that was felt a 
great distance. The casting house was 
completely wrecked. Large strips of 
heavy corrugated iron beams and other 
material were hurled hundreds if 
yards by the explosion.

Ottawa, Dec. 11.—Because of the dis­
crepancy between the police census of 
the population of Toronto and that 
taken by the Dominion government the 
latter Is making a further census of 
hotels, universities, hospitals ajid 
other public institutions in order to 
verify the Dominion census. The 
Dominion officials argue that, as not 
only householders and their families 
reside in one place* but also members 
of families out of town temporarily, 
were included, the Dominion census 
was strictly correct. Students attend­
ing universities in Toronto, they say, 
were included in the census of the 
towns from which they came, special 
slips being made out and forwarded to 
Ottawa in such cases. But the police 
census, they claim, which takes in the 
number of persons sleeping in the city 
on a certain night, includes a large 
number of non-residents. The men 
employed by the government are now 
engaged making a round of the hotels 
and public institutions, and will soon 
have a report in readiness.
