It develops that the 
Fitzgerald party not only was shy of 
supplies on starting, but had hoped to 
make speed by travelling light, and 
even took no shotgun. With such a 
gun they might have killed sufficient 
ptarmigan daily. -

The common opinion in Dawson is 
that the Fitzgerald party was lost be­
cause of not having an acquaintance 
with the country and not taking a na­
tive guide: and that it perished on the 
return trip for want of proper equip­
ment for hunting small game.

Consumed Fifteen Dogs.
The—party consumed fifteen dogs. 

S. me of the dogs, of course, went to 
the other dogs. At the camp thirty- 
five miles from MacPherson. on the 
return were found two dog harnesses. 
Were the men well enough at that 
point they should have been able to 
make the finish with the meat of two 
dogs. But they may have been re­
duced and footsore and probably 
poisoned from eating dogs’ liver. 
Something in their diary, found far 
back, said the men had become 
nauseated, and it was supposed to 
have been dogs' liver which was the 
cause.

Although the temperature was low 
and the trail unbroken, the cold and 
1snow probably bothered the men little 
compared to want of food. The des­
perate fight to the finish shows the 
men held out against odds that makes 
them heroes to every northerner.

The Dempster party carried three 
guns, one of which was a shotgun, 
and had all the birds desired.

The manner in which the two divi­
sions of the Fitzgerald party suc­
cumbed never will be known in all its 
details, but all the robes and other 
equipment which the men carried on 
the last stretch was left with Taylor 
and Kinney. Fitzgerald and Carter, 
when found, had no toboggan, no 
robes, and only two little red blankets 
and their snowshoes and a few trifles. 
Evidently they had attempted a dash 
through to MacPherson Light, and it 
appears they thought themselves 
strong enough for the dash. Why, 
alter displaying such strength, they 
both died so close together is a 
mystery. Why Fitzgerald also suc­
cumbed so close after being able to 
drag Carter to one side and lay him 
out deepens the mystery. Some think 
perhaps the men were poisoned by 
dogs’ liver or dogs' meat, and that 
such was the cause of a comparatively 
sudden death. Some venture the idea 
that poison may have hastened the 

end or really have been the cause of 
the death of all the party.

Ottawa, May 10.—Mr. Lewis intro­
duced a bill to amend the banking act 
today. He said he recognized that, 
owing to the late date of its introduc­
tion, it could not be put through at 
the present sitting of Parliament. His 
idea was principally to get the mat­
ters it dealt with before Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and Hon. Mr. Fielding prior to 
the consideration and final drafting of 
the new bank act. The bill, which is 
termed "An act to amend the criminal 
code respecting banks," provides an 
imprisonment penalty on anyone for 
the giving or causing to be given to 
any creditor of any bank any fraudu­
lent, undue or unfair preference over 
other creditors. It also provides a 
similar penalty for any president, gen­
eral manager or other official who 
makes any deceptive document or re­
turn, whether he knew such was de­
ceptive and false or not. It further 
makes punishable by imprisonment 
any director or official who, by himself 
or through another, accepts a loan, dis­
count or other consideration from the 
bank with which he is connected, and 
any director or general manager who 
assists in the creation of any water­
ed stock in the institution. A similar 
fate is decreed for making a loan upon 
or taking as security, either wholly or 
in part, the stock of a mine or min­
ing company, which has not been 
listed, and listed stock must be taken 
al its listed value.
