The editor of this paper, having some
time ago expressed a wish to see for himeelf
how the salmon fishing on the Fraser River

was conducted, he was kindly invited by

Mr. D. J. Munn to spend a day or two on
the river during the fishing season. Tues
day the 21st being selected as a conveni
day for all concerned, the writer arrived at
New Westminster on ~that - morning.
There he received a ‘cordial welcome from
Mr. Ewen, the pioneer canner on the river,
and frouy his energetic young partner, Mr.
Munn. A snug little steamer, the Con-
stance, was in readiness to take us up the
river. Onr party consisted of Mr. Robert
Ward and his son Cyril, Mr. Douglas Dick,
Mr. Ewan, Mr. Munn and the writer. The
day was a glorious one, and the trip to Bon
Accord was exeeedingly pleasant. It might
be expected that the river would be covered
wich -fishing boats, and that the steamer
would have some difficulty in steering clear
of the salmon nets.

Wadham, who has two canning establish-
ments at this place. The wnntrg, here, is
very different from that of any other purt of
British Columbia that we had seen. It is
perfectly level and exceedi fertile.

The process of packing
is the same as formerly, except that the
small tins are not boiled or retorted quite ag
long as the pound cans. Mr. J. Linzer is
foreman of the Sapperton cannery, and has
several assistants looking after the fifty
men who are engaged packing. The cannery
capacity%at present is 500 cases per deoy of
balf-pound tins, 96 tins going to the case,
Of course it is just as much trouble filling
the small cans as the pound cans, which g
48 to the case, but in a season like the
present one when fish are scarce, the extry
work will, no doubt, be offset by the higher
price obtained  for such choice goods. —
