AT well deserved rebuke was adminis­
tered yesterday in the legislature by Mr. 
Joseph Hunter to Mr. McPhillips, who 
was endeavoring to introduoe anf amend­
ment upon the Report stage of the Can­
adian Northern bill, which, if carried, 
would have effectually prevented any 
railway from being constructed uhder 

bill. Two or three of the legally- 
minded members of the opposition have 
set themselves out to devise all sorts of 
impracticable clauses to be added to 
this and other bills, which could only 
have the effect of rendering the railway 
legislation entirely nugatory, so far as 
the construction of railways is concern­
ed. Mr. McPhillips has been one of the 
wbrst offenders in this respect. He has 
apparently been animated by the very 
worst spirit of political perversity. It 
is very difficult to avoid the conclusion 
that he has been deliberate in his at­
tempts to block the wheels of govern­
ment, injure the progress of the coun­
try and particularly to wreak spite upon 
the constituency which 'was unfortunate 
enough to elect himself as one of its 
representatives. Crude in his political 
ideas, a doctrinaire of the most fanati­
cal kind, he will pursue a nostrum to 
its utmost limit, and when he Snde him­
self in hopeless antagonism to common 
sense and the public advantage—why, 
so much the worse for common sense, 
and the public advantage. The com­
munity is in positively more danger 
from an honest man of this type of 
mind than from a rogue who studies his 
own advantage from en opportunist 
point of view.

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POSTAL RATES.
StatesfHESEW'WEEUY COLONIST From a letter received by Mr. Sard 

from Mr. Mulock, and published in the 
Colonist yesterday, we gather that repre­
sentations have been made by the Cana­
dian F. O. Department to thê P. O. De­
partment of Great Britain on the sub­
ject ot the high postal rates on news­
papers and magazines into Canada from 
Great Britain; and that revenue consid­
erations deter the British government, 
from contemplating any change. This 
means that in order to save a tittle rev­
enue, Great Britain prevents the cir­
culation of the advertising matter of 
her merchants qnd traders throughout 
her most important colony. Well, well, 
it is a truly wonderful world, and there 
are many wonderful things in it. But 
of all things, the most wonderful is the 
sapieuee of a British governmental de­
partment. Of course we have been told 
very frequently, and always by adver­
tisers who wanted a particularly attrac­
tive space at a particularly low rate, 
that they advertised to support the news­
paper, but we ding to a superstition of 
the profession, that advertisers, as a 
general role, advertise in order to sell 
their goods. ‘ And we do know that it is 
the man who advertises most, who sells 
most goods. The Americans advertise 
very heavily, and through the desire of 
the British government to squeeze a 
high postal revenue from the publishers 
of trade journals, technical periodicals, 
and literary magazines,- they are en­
abled to give a larger circulation to their 
advertisements in Canada than their 
British competitors. It is, as we have 
already remarked, a wonderful world.

COLONEL ARTHUR iLYNOH. ,

Colonel Arthur 'Lynch has been arrest­
ed on his way from Paris to attempt to 
take a seat in the British House of 
Commons, and will be tried for high 
treason. We are quite sure that if 
Colonel Arthur Lynch had consented to 
suppress himself he would not have been 
proceeded against. He would not even 
have been prevented from setting foot on 
British soil. But as he would not con­
sent to suppress himself, it will be neces­
sary to suppress him. What does it mat­
ter to the British Empire whether a per­
son tike this Lynch is, or has been, "a 
traitor or not? Heqp a perfectly insigni­
ficant atom. But it does matter to have 
him blazoning hia treason, and taking 
advantage of ignorant Irish peasants, 
who voted for him, not because he 
a traitor, but because he claimed to rep­
resent a cause sailed in their eyes, to 
force' himS86 into the House of Com­
mons where he has no shadow of right 
to be. There are a great many different 
kinds of high treason. Some are offences 
against the person of the King, one is 
to maintain or affirm that the 
and parliament .cannot pass statutes for 
the limitation of the succession to the 
Crown; but most of them are offences 
against the nation, offences against every 
member ot it. Colonel Lynch has cer­
tainly been guilty of “assisting a public 
enemy at war with His Majesty.” That 
is high treason, and the punishment is 
death. There are only two courses which 
should be adopted towards tfaitors, either 
to ignore them or to hang them. To 
ignore them is best, because they are 
generally miserable spa wn, inflicting 
injury through the notoriety given them 
by proceedings against them, than by 
their traitorous activities, 
they cannot he ignored they had better 
be hung.

The New 
York, an American vessel of 8,200 tons 
displacement, and 17,401 indicated horse 
power, cost $4,340,642.36 to build; the 
Bedford, a British vessel of 9,800 tons 
displacement and 22,000 indicated horse 
power, cost $3,327,027.84 to build. The 
Illinois, of 11,525 tons displacement and 
10,000 indicated horse power, cost $5,- 
844,184.10; whereas the Vengeance, of 
12,950 tons displacement and 13,500 indi­
cated horse power, cost $4,244,155.62 to 
build. And so on, all the way down the 
line. A United State*, .tonnage amount­
ing to 192,574 tons, with indicated horse 
power of 274,735, has cost $89,857,- 
075.10; while a British tonnage of 206,- 
500 tons, with ah indicated horse power 
of 301,500, has cost $70,675,532.44. That 
is to say, Great Britain can build war 
ships 30 per cent, more cheaply than the 
United States can build them, and the 
same authority, Rear-Admiral George 
W. Melville, of the U. S. navy, who 
has collected these statistics, admits 
that Great Britain, having built the 
ships, can keep them in commission at 
30 per cent, less cost than the United 
States. If this applies to naval con­
struction and maintenance, it certainly 
applies to the construction and mainten­
ance of a merchant marine also. So 
long as these conditions prevail, we need 
hardly be alarmed at any danger of los­
ing control of the sea through the com­
petition ot American money.

COAL TRADE.

Weekly Report of J. W. Harrison, Coal 
and-Metal Broker.

■In Sis report of the coal market of 
San Francisco for last week, J. W. 
Harrison, the coal and metal broker, 
says:

‘‘Coal arrivals for the past week are as 
follows: Three from British Columbia, 
8,0iti toils; two from Oregon, 930 tons; 
three fro* Washington, 10,922 tons; one 
fro™ A»8*!™'!» (Newcastle), 2,195 tons; 
total, 22,079 tons. It is singular that 
the apparent light demand for steam 
coals, and the average quantity arriving 
this and several weeks past, there is no 
apparent acenmoiation in yards. About 
all the -deliveries of coal for steam pur­
poses are now being made off shore, 
which narrows down its demand almost 
entirely to May and ocean steamers. The 
transports are calling for their usual 
quantities, which aggregate a very large 
portion of all that is imported. Prices are 
still ,ow for both coal and oil, so that 
manufacturers cannot complain at the 
cost of their motive power in producing 
their output. Coal freights from Aus­
tralia and Great Britain do not show any 
improvement, yet the list of vessels load­
ing for this port does not diminish. Fuel 
oil will, iu a short time, be shipped to 
the Sandwich Islands, which will in­
crease the direct shipments of coal from 
Australia to San Francisco. A reduc­
tion of one dollar per ton off Wellington 
coal has been made this week. This is 
a voluntary concession on the part of 
the agent here, and as oil cats no figure 
for domestic uses, the reduction becomes 
the more praiseworthy.”

game. The willow grouse is becoming 
scarce, and in many places heavy shooting 
has driven most of the wild fowl away. To 
balance this, the pheasants have Increased 
amasingiy, and I saw a good many quail 
last year, but I doubt whether the farmers 
like the pheasant as well as onr native 
willow grouse. In this connection I should 
like to remind my readers of what I said 
last year about pheasants driving away wil­
low grouse during the nesting period. On 
Wjvp island I found this year a.nest 
containing eggs of the willow grouse and 
of the pheasant, the pheasant being In pos­
session. Mr. Hayward’s bill gives the 
farmer the right to kill deer destroying 
his crops at any time, and to employ any 

resident upon his farm to do the killing 
for him. This Is just and necessary, as no 
fence which can be constructed at a reason­
able cost will keep deer out of an orchard, 
and once in they do a great deal of dam­
age. The Act also makes It as Illegal for 
Indians to kill does and fawns before 
Angust, as it is for white men to do the 
same. This seems to me excellent because 
it prevents the Indian destroying one of his 
own sources of food supply, and it begins 

vto bring the Indian (Bow educated and ca­
pable of work! into the same chess as re­
gards hunting as his white neighbor. In a 
countryçteÿrfbly short of agricultural labor 
he ougM to da nothing to enable a class to 
live In idleness which would benefit the 
land if made to work for Its support. In­
dians male excellent farm hands when 
they cannot * live by hunting for the 
dealers. I employed a good many this year 
and they beat the Chinaman hands down. 
But the principal clause in Hayward’s Act, 
is ss to trespass. Briefly. It affirms that 
anyone who hunts or shoots upon another 
man’s land without permission, that land 
being enclosed by artificial or natural 
fences, such as the sea in the case of an 
Island, shall be subject to a fine, not ex­
ceeding $20 and costs on a week day, or $6 
and costs on Sunday. I consider that this 
Act has added ten per cent to the value of 
all farm holdings In the country, and that 
this should be put to Mr. Hayward’s polit­
ical credit, whilst those who benefit by his 
legislation may note the wisdom of sending 
men of their own kind td represent «their 
interests In the House.

Many houses along the lines of the inland 
mains would be only too glad to take and 
pay for sea water, and thuse create a re­
cuperative revenue. The advertisement of 
se water baths in the hotels, boardlng-honses 
and private dwellings would -be quite & con­
sideration to visitors, and would often 
cause such people to give one seaside resort 
the preference ot others, and be much to 
the profit, of Victoria.

MUST SURRENDER.

July 10 Fixed as Limit to Secure Peace 
Terms.

Capetown, June 11.—An extraordinary 
issue of the official Gazette today fixes 
July 10 as the limit in which 'Boers or 
rebels who surrender will receive the 
benefits of the peace terms. All rebels 
surrendering before that date will be 
merely disfranchised for life and will 
not be subject to trial or punishment. 
Exception is made in the case of field 
cornets and justices of the peace, who 
may be tried and fined, or imprisoned 
but they will not be executed. Rebels 
who hold out after July 10 will be sub­
ject to the extreme penalty for high 
treason.
