The correspondence which has taken 
place between Mr. F. W. .Horse,, general 
manager of the Grand Trunk Pacific rail­
way, and the provincial government, re­
specting the proposals of that compamy 
with regard to operations in British. Cohn— 
bia, was laid on the tablé of the legislature 
last night by the Premier. These letters, 
which are given herewith, will be read 
with interest, ln view of Mr. Morse’s re­
cent sojourn In Victoria:

Victoria, B. V., March 9, 1906. » 
Hon. Richard McBride, Premier, Victoria, 

B. O.:
Sir—Referring to onr several conversa­

tions, at which time yon discussed the 
action your government might be willing 
to take, in order to secure for the prov­
ince of British Columbia the greatest pos­
sible advantages that will accrue to-it,, by 
the construction of the Grand Trunk Paci­
fic railway;

I beg to assure you It is the desire of the 
company to do ail that is possible to give 
the maximum benefits to the provinces 
through which it will pass, to; propor­
tion to thé mileage built thereto,

.Cur plans are to first construct a line 
connecting Lake Superior with Winnipeg, 
continuing our surveys in the Baev, bu 
provinces, and west of Winnipeg to the 
Pacific Coast. Upon completing into Wln- 
nipe.g, to construct from there west, thus 
passing through a well populated country, 
and one that produces traffic. By doing 
this,. the line would also be In connection 
with the business centre of Eastern Can­
ada, and would have traffic constantly 
coming along the new line, and to- the 
efid of Earns:

I understand your desire is to secure for 
the province of British Columbia as great 
an expenditure of money in British Colum­
bia as is possible, and at the same time 
have construction commencé at early date.

We have carefully figured on the cost of 
building the new line, bringing in; our 
supplies and equipment, and find that thé- 
policy laid down for our guidance, to 
build from the East to the Wést, ib the 
most economical.

Should we reverse the conditions, it will 
not only be more expensive for us, in the 
way of getting in labor, supplies and ma- 
•teri»1, t° the front, but we will; for a con­
siderable period, have a large amount of 
money invested in property on which we 
will be paying an interest charge, on 
which we will -have absolutely no return, 
I. e., there will be no local business- upon 
the line, ana It cannot be used as a 
through line until connected with the line 
from the East.

I understand your government Is not ln 
favor of cash subsidies, tinder any cir­
cumstances, and that ln the case of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, some feel: that the 
guarantee we have received from the Do­
minion government Is the limit of assist­
ance that should be accorded to na. Such 
■Being ta» case, we will be obliged to carry 
on our work in the most economic*! man­
ner, and reduce our, Interest charge to the 
minimum, by having as little disconnected 
line as possible.

In an endeavor to produce the results 
sou desire, for the province, I would ask 
if your government will consider the ad­
visability of bringing down a Mit, at this 
session, granting to the Grand Trunk Pa- 
cific Railway Company:

I. Right of way, not exceeding two hun­
dred feet, across crown lands, for main 
and branch lines, excepting where addi­
tional widths are required; for sidings, sta­
tions» sheds, wharves, warehouses, embank­
ments, cuts, bridges; culverts, drains and 
other works and^approaches thereto.

Such provisions as this «recalculated 
to bring Jaw into disrepute jwd to grat­
uitously injure legitimate industry.

The author of 
this measure, who is not satisfied to let 
well enough alone, has amendments, 
equally objectionable, to the “Master 
and Servants Act,” and the “Workmen’s 
Compensation Act.” It is time that such 
ill-considered tinkering with the laws 
should cease and that industry, already 
sufficiently handicapped by other, natural 
conditions, should be allowed to operate 
legitimately. In the instance of Mr. 
Hall’s amendment, it was, as we have 
said, reasonable and suggested a com­
promise that would have been acceptable 
to the mine owners, and, we bqlieve, to 
the great majority of miners. Its de­
feat will serve to arouse general opposi­
tion to all legislation of this class, and 
in the end defeat the objects in view 
and the men responsible for its introduc­
tion.
