Salmon river is on Vancouyer Island, to'
the north of Campbell river, famous ‘for
its Tyee salmon. In August these grand
fish will sometimes take the fly in the
tidal water at the meouth ¢f Salmon river.
‘On one occasion Mr. Beecher and his
party of three, in an afternoon, landed
four salmen, and lost three, all of which
took the fly. These fish were more like
the Tyee than any of the other varieties.

The Coal Market.—According to Har-
rison’s (San Francisco) coal report no
material change of values has been made
because of the strike. The taotal deliver-
ies of Australian coal this month foot up
4,720 tons; last year they were 6,778
tons; so far this month the arrivals from
British Columbia amount to 28.231_ tons,
last year 16,966 tons. The quantity of
coal here in wholesalers’ hands is very
light, the sales for domestic _uses are
gradually diminishing. Fuel oil is freely
offered at current rates, and is control-
ling four-fifths of the steam trade. The
outlook for an early settlement of the
labor troubles mow existing in British
Columbia looks encouraging.

Canning by Electricity.—The succu-
lent sockeye is to be canned by elec-
tricity within the next fortnight in
some of the big canneries along the
Fraser. The inauguration of fast
hourly communication by means of
an electric car service between Van-
couver and Steveston is but the first
step in what may be termed an era
of electric development in the can-
nery town. For arrangements are
now being made by the British Col-
umbia Electric Railway Company to
supply electric light and power for all
purposes, and at a rate that will place
cheap and reliable power at the dis-
posal of even the smallest manufac-
turer.

of the :Associated Press from Honolulu,
dated June 28th, containg the following
of especial interest to*British Colum-
biang: A letter bearing the signature of
George Vancouver, the great explorer,
has been found among documents found:

These lamps: were installed in this
city in 1889, and at that time were
equal to any on the market, but the
pbrogress made in electriecal apparatus,
design and construction has heen
such as to insure greater reliability
and better service generally than was
possible in the earlier designs. The
manufacture of the earlier types has
long since been discontinued, and the-
only manner in which these lamps can
be replaced when damaged beyond
repair is to purchase rebuilt second-
hand lamps which have been dis-
carded elsewhere owing to the difficulty
experienced in operating same satis-
factorily, The main aim in street
lighting is reliability and coatinuity of
service, and when the system fails to
fulfill these conditions, complaints are
made, particularly if an interfruption
of the service takes place. This is, I
presume, only what might be ex-
pected, owing to the inconvenience. ex-
perienced. It is unfortunately true,
however ,that these complaints are
improperly directed in most cases.
Freedom from interruption is governed
entirely by the facilities provided in
the way of reserve capacity in engine,
boiler and dynamo capacity. I need
,hardly mention that the more exact-
ing the service required of a plant of
any kind, the greater will be the cost
of installation. It is clear that, while
the plant installed in the lighting sta-
tion in 1895 was of good type, the
matter of reliability and continuity in
service was not in any way provided
for, except in the case of boiler plant,
 where plant of double the actual re-
quired. capaeity was installed. The
selection of one engine of 300 horse-
bower as the sole source of power,
instead of dividing the pPower between
