“But,” said.Sir Charles, “there is one
respect in which Vancouver and British
iColumbia generally will benefit by the
calamity, and that is in the demand for
the timber required for the  rebuilding
of the city. The United States govern-
ment thas remitted the duty en timber
imported to ISan Francisco, and as Bri-
tish Columbia is the pant of the world
that can export lumber to San Fran-
cisco under the most favorabie condi-
tions, it will naturally derive the largest
tenefit from the reconstruction of the
great American commercial centre of
the Pacific coast.” 2

Sir Charles’ avowal of his intention
of attending the congress of the Asso-
ciated chambers of commerce turned
the conversation to Imperial questions
and commercial problems. He had him-
self, he declared, been the first to bring
the inter-Imperial preferenace scheme
before a public body in ¥Eogland. It
was at one of these commercial gather-
ings, and the advantage of the different
parts of the empire making tariff con-
cessions for the promotion of trade
within thé empire that impressed ¥self
upon the mind of no less a statesman
than the Right Hon. Joseph Chamber-
lnin, who afterwards became the prin-
cipal champion of the policy.

That the poliey would uitimately pre-
vail -despite the Setback it had received
at the last general election in the Unit-
ed Kingdom, Sir Charles did not for a
moment doubt. Public opinion would
change, for some of the most disting-
wished men in Emglish public life were
on its side, working for it with an en-
thusiasm that kmew no abatement on ac-|
count of the reverse that had taken
place. ,

Great Statesmanship

Victory at the last e2lection was not
looked for, but the eyes of the public
avere being opened.. The KEnglish peo-
ple were bound to see in the lomg run
the fatuity of throwing their markets
open to the free admission of products
from other countries. that took the
bread out of the mouths ef the British
workingmen, . while those countries
rigdily closed theirs against the manu-
factures of the United Kingdem.

“We have,” said 8ir Charles, “the
ablest statesman in the house of com-
mons. and the best debater, working for
the cause, as well as the ablest states-
man in the house of lords. I mean Mr, '
Chamberlain and Lord Lansdowne. I
consider the Marquis of Lansdowne the
greatest statesman in upper house, just
as_ emphatically. as Mr. Chymberlain is

ever been."* The weather had‘been en-{

acknowledged to be the greatest master
of debate. His establishment gf the en-
tente cordiale with France and his
Anglo-Japanese treaty are two of the
greatest triumphs of modern statesman-
ship. ' No higher compliment could be
paid to his policy than the fact that itl
has heen accepted by his successor in
the foreign office, Sir Edward Grey,
who has declared his approval ‘of both
these acts of diplomacy.
Extension of Treaty Powers.

On being asked whether he favored
an extension of power to Canada and
the other British states in regard to
the conduct of their commercial rela-
tions: with each other and with foreign
countries, Sir Charles remarked that so
far as the colonies were concerned they
now enjoyed the fullest freedom in the
matter of entering into trade agree-
ments with each other. Am Imperial
Aet- at one time stood in the way of
that intercourse, but that had been re-
pealed during his own term of office,
and there were now no. obstacles to the
coloniés making any tariff changes in
each other’s favor that they chose with-
out any intervention on the part of the
Mother Country. So far as their ne-
gotiating trade treaties with other coun-
tries was concerned that could be done,
but negotiations had to be conducted
through the imperial government. Can- |
ada could negotiate such treaties and
had done so. When he was high com-
missioner he was appointed special
plenipotentiary by the British govern-
ment to negotiate a treaty with Spain
in ssociation with Mr. Ford, who was
then British ambassador at Madrid. The
negotiations did met result in a trade
treaty between Canada and Spain, but
the principle was recognized.

The same thing happened in the case
of France, and there. the negotiations
bore fruit. He was the special pleni-
potentiary appointed = by the = British
government and Lord Dufferin the
British ambassador, was. associated
with him; but as a matter of fact, Lord
Dufferin never actively interfered in
the confereices. ‘“The whole matter
was left to myself,” added Sir Charles;
“put I think that in such matters the
prestige of Great Britain on our side
is of r£n enormous positive advantage.
It helps the negotiations with other
countries, in a way that it would be
difficult to over-estimate.

He favored a suspensa-
t6ry power of holding over Jegislation
from the commons for one. session, if
advisable, and advoeated: a system of
proportionate representation 'for both

houses. .
This could be done by grouping-con-
stituencies without disturbing the gpre-
sent members of the senate. A plan
might be adopted gradually making the
senate chiefly elective. He would abolish
life tenure, but would reserve to the
governor-in-éouncil power to appoint 24
third of the membership, consisting of
ex-cabinet ministers, judges, ete.
Assuming that the senate consists of
72 members, he would favor the election
of twelve mcmbers each by four provin-
cial aivisions, Maritime, Quebec, - On-
tario, and the West. : ;i
Such a system, he declared, wouald
give a fair representation in parliament
to both political parties.
To Inspect Fortifications
General Lord Aylmer, inspector gen-
eral of military forces and fortifications
of Canada, will leave Ottawa on June
2nd for the West, visiting Winnipeg
and points between there and Victoria.
He intends to inspect the fortifications
at Esquimailt. On his return he will
drop down . from _Revelstoke into the
Kootenay, visiting Kaslo, Nelson, Ross-
land and othier points. He will then re-
turn to Calgary by the Crow’s Nest pass
and thence to Edmonton.

ROBBERS FOILED.

Daring Attempt Made to Loot Treas-
ury at San Francisco. .

San TFrancisco, May 17.—A daring
attempt to loot the United States sub-
treasury was foiled last night by sol-
diers from Company G of the 110th
Infantry. _ The soldiers claim that
their fire was returned by the men’
who were attempting to loot the safes
in the building.

Six men from Company G were de-
tailed fo guard the treasury last night,
three on each side. At 1 o’clock this
morning the men stationed on the
Commeycial street side say they rec-
ognized a man attempting to reach
the entrance of the building. He was
ordered to halt but instead attempted
to rum, and the guard fired at him.
The bullet did not take effect and
two of the guards gave chase, leaving
one guard behind. Almost immedi~
ately the soldiers on the Clay street
side began firing, and the one guard
on Commercial street says he saw four
men run to the windows of the upper
story of  the treasury building. He
immediately opened filre and the men
in the window replied with shots from
their rewolvers.

Fully thirty shots were exchanged,
some of the bullets striking the wall
of the building on the north side of
Commercial street. The men were
later seen to come down stairs, but
were mot again heard of. Detective
Sig Taylor headed a detachment of
police in a vain search for the wounld-
be looters.
