.been held after the last annual meet-
ing at which Captain Clive Phillips
‘Wolley had delivered an address on

ture” Two thousand copies of the
speech had been printed and circulat-
ed according to the judgment of mem-
bérs ‘of “the “executive. - The remarks
of the ‘Colonist to the effect that “Can-
ada cannot with any sense of  self-
respect decline to assume some part
of .the .burden  of nayal protection of
British interests” were quoted and
endorsed.

Reference also was made by the sec-
retary to recent elements ‘of discord
among the members of the mnavy
league in London. As a result of this
a . resolution had (been moved by the
Right Rev. Lord Bishop of Columbia,
while assembled in  executive, and
seconded by J. K. Rebbeck, ‘as fol-
Jows: “The Victoria branch of the
navy league desires to emphagize the
paramount importance of the work of
the navy league in influencing the gov-
ernment by the circulation of free and
candid criticism to keep the mavy up
to the strength necessary to secure
the peace of -the world.” . The report
added: “Although ' the. .discordant
notes  may have ‘caused considerable

The Schism. .

Captain ‘Wolley ' thought -this was a
sufficient justification of the position
he had assumed. It showed that the
movement had the sympathy of, at
least, the large majority of Can-
adians.

“This year,” he.went on, ‘“has been
one of unprecedented. activity among!
men interested in" the'support of our!
‘navy.  And as energy means oftefl
friction there has been -a schism in
the navy league at home, which has
resulted in the formation of two
leagues; both of which appeal tg us
for our adhesion.

“he new league, which sprang from
the old, claimed  that the latter was
neglecting its duties, because this
would.bring it-into. collision -with -the
government of ‘the day, :which was
financially starving the navy.” Cap-
tain Wolley, continuing, related  the
circumstances in detail. He explained
that, as president of the local organ-
ization, he had refrained from taking
In a word he had “hedged.”

owever, a memorial had been receiv-

| from the old league which, in his
opinion, acknowledged. that they had
been wrong in holding back its criti-
cism. He read the document, which
follows:

The Navy and the Nation.

Sir,—The Navy League has hitherto
declined to lend itself to any dgitation
which would tend to add to the diffi-
culties of thé professional advisers of
the Board of Admiralty; but the dan-
ger to national interests has now be-
come a ‘matter of urgent and vital con-
cern to’all who desire to maintain the
supremacy of ‘the British navy.

The minimum requirements of the
admiralty * advisers, accepted by the
treasury, and which may therefore be
regarded as the very low water mark
of the nation’s need so far as regards
expenditure, has been reduced  under
pressure from the Little Navy sectioh
of the. Government's supporters, until

Reverses Position.

The speaker drew $pecial attention
1o .the first : paragraph- which, he
claimed, could ‘only be interpreted as
& complete back down of .the original
organization, thus putting the two on
the same footing as formerly. On the
principle that'a house divided againsi
itself must fal, and believing that ‘the
union of two' forces would enable the
performance of more efficient work 'in
.the maintaining of the havy, a resolu-
tion containing .a recommendation
frgm -the ilocal branch ‘that the two
Jledgues re-unite had.been drafted and
‘would bhe placed. before those present
for endorsation ~All that the Victoria
members wanted was to see the: su-
premacy of the British fleet main-
tained. They* did not care ‘a . tup-
pence” how it was done so long as it
was accomplished. (Applause,)

The league believed that to assure
Great Britain’s command of the sea
was to uphold the supremacy of the
navy. They were convinced that, as
human beings, it was good for the
world that Great Britain should be
supreme. 'With all her faults; the Brit-
Ish nation was the strongest defender
of presént day Christianty. As civiliz-
ation assured the happiness of the peo-
ple, that happiness was beink main-
tained by the Empire, through  the
power of its navy.  (Applause.) -Can-
ada’s future, he claimed, was insepar-
able from that of the mother country.
Therefore it was the duty of this coun-
try to assist, by every ‘means in.its
power, in the effort to retain the‘com-
mand of the seas’so long held by the
British Empire:

Trgversing the two oceans, there was
property belonging. to' the ' Dominion
valued approximately at $200,000,000.

It had to be remembered, he argued,
that Canada was small in nunibers, but
“'ttil;l extent.mlttw had an 'lmtxémnsa
avoast line 'to ‘protect, apnd eould mnot
‘pensibly stand without the . protection
of either Britain or the United States,
He wanted to know whether, if Can-
adians were unsupported, the immigra-
tion of Japanese could be repelled in
the high-handed, independent way that
wds being adopted. Most emphatically
no. He was ready to believe that the
6,000,000 Canadians would die at their
guns, but despite it the hordes of Ori-
entals would walk in without difficulty,

.Proceeding, Captain . Wolley ' went
into history at some length. He spoke
of the'  gallant service of the British
navy when the Bpanish armada threat-
ened the nation, He said that singe
then the Empire’s command of the sea
had been an established fact. ‘It isiat
your will,” he said, “thdt the gates of
the seas are opened or closed. By ryour
permission other..-nations .dend their
ships and commerce to. and fro. And
this it is proposed ‘to ‘sacrifice for the
sake of a few paltry dollars.” .

He spoke of the ancestors of the
British nation. relating how they had
lived by the sea for years and had be-
come natural seamen, and how they
had been trained to the sword from in-
fancy. He referred to the . valuable
service performed by the:British fleet
in encounters. with ‘the French and
went on' to Tecount, in detail, the
splendid work of the navy in the
struggle for supremacy between
France and Great Britain on the con-
tinent of America. He pictured the
la_tter war very graphically concluding
his narrative with the Battle of . the
Plains of Abraham, in which the Eng-
lish arms had been triumphantly suc-
cessful. .

In summing up -he said that  the
British navy was a Briton's strength, his
sword, his shield and his life's blood.
If . he was not willing to assist in the
maintenance of that line of defence he
was not worthy of his birthright—the
name Briton. (Enthusiastic applauce.)
