Commissioner Wood Investigating Alleged 
Irregularities.

Kingston, July 23 —A F. Wood, M.L.A. 
for North Hastings, is in the city. Mr. Wood

People who 
have occasion to use the nan*! claim that 
the water is nob kept sufficiently deep, and 
they find fault with the men in charge of 
the looks. Between the farmers’ and marin- 
ners’ interests it will be difficult to settle the 
matter satisfactorily. Mr. Wood thinks 
that the only way to remedy the matter will 
be to deepen the canal, and he thinks that it 
Is desirable to the people of Kingston that 
this should be done. The canal should be 
much deeper than it is. To improve it 
properly mil need a large outlay of money.

Blaine’s Sophistries Exposed.
Lord Salisbury, May 22 last, in a letter to 

the British Minister, says, the negotiations 
afford strong reason to hope for a satisfac­
tory adjustment and undertakes to reply 
to Mr. Blaine’s arguments. He says:

“It is obvious two questions are involved: 
first, whether the pursuit and killing 
seals in certain parts of the open sea is, 
the point of view of international morality, 
an offence contra bono mores, and, secondly, 
whether, -if such be the case, this fact 
Justifies the seizure on the high seas and sub­
sequent confiscation in time of peace of the 
private vessels of a friendly 
such action is only admissable 
piracy or in pursuance of special interna­
tional agreement is a principle universally ad­
mitted by jurists and distinctly laid down by 
President Tvler in his special message to 
Congress Feb. 27, 1848. Lord Salisbury 
argue* that pursuit of seals in the open sea 
has never been considered as piracy, and 
even if the United States should declare it 
piracy the United States Government could 
not punish foreign citizens violating such a 
law outside the territorial jurisdiction of the 
United States.”

He then says that Her Majesty’s 
Government must question whether this 
pursuit can itself be regarded as contra bonoe 
mores until it has been agreed by 
national «rangement to forbid it. Fu 
are animals ferae naturae and they have uni­
versally been regarded by jurists as res nul- 
lius until they are caught.

“It requires something more than a mere 
declaration that the Government or citizens 
of the United States or even other countries 
interested in the seal trade are losers by a 
certain course of proceeding to render that 
course immoral” He declares that his Gov­
ernment is ready to consider a remedy if the 
United Stales has been injured by the pur­
suit of fur seals by British vessels on the seas, 
but says it would be unable on that ground 
to depart from a principle on which free 
commerce on the high seas depends.

The Secretary’s Mistakes.
Respecting Mr. Blaine’s statement of the 

exclusive monopoly enjoyed by Russia the 
Marquis quotes from John Quincy 
letters to the United States mit 
Russia, which nation in 1821 prohibited 
foreign vessels from approaching within 100 
miles from the coast of Behring Straits to 
the 51st degree north lat, to the effect that the 
United States could admit no part of these 
claims. He cites the case of the United 
States brig Larot to show the right of fishing 
included the right of killing fur bearing 
animals. The bng was forced by an armed 
Russian naval veesel to leave the waters. 
He quotes Charles Sumner’s declaration in 
his speech on the purchase of Alaska that no 
sea is now mare clausum.

The Marquis also says Mr. Blaine must 
have been misinformed respecting the uni 
interrupted possession of the United States 
from 1867 to 1836, and submits extracts from 
reports of United States officers to show 
that dnrihg that time British vessels were 
engaged at intervals in the fur seal 
fisheries / with the cognizance of the 
United States government. He finds it 
unnecessary to deal with the question 
of extinction of the seal through 
pelagic seating, as it is proposed to examine 
the subject by a committee appointed by the 
two governments. He admits that if all 
such seating was stopped the seal would mul­
tiply at even a more extraordinary rate than 
at preeent, but cannot admit this is sufficient 
ground to justify the United States in forcibly 
depriving other nations of any share in this 
industry in waters which by the recognized 
LaWof nations ar now free to all the world.

Says the Marqu - ■ “ The negotiations now 
being carried ou at Washington prove the 
readiness of Her Majesty’s Government to 
consider whether any special international 
agreement irnecessary for the protection of 
the fur seal industry. In its absence they are 
unable to admit that the case put forward 
on behalf of the United States affords any- 
sufficient justification for the forcible action

Don’t bet on a horse because a fashionable 
jockey has the mount, though in the case of 
two horses on an equality prefer the one 
which has the better rider.

Don t neglect to look the horses over in 
the paddock and in their preliminary work. 
Even if at first you do not learn much from 
this, knowledge will soon begin to come to

TRADE OPENINGS.
[From The London Free Pres»]

In looking around for trade openings, no 
market in the world presents to Canada such 
vast and hopeful possibilities as Great 
Britain. It is to he regretted that this fact 
is not more generally appreciated, and that 
so many of our people are turning their eyes 
towards the United States. Let any man 
compare these two markets, and if he is can­
did and unbiased he will see how much there 
is to be expected from one and how little 
from the other. On one hand we have Great 
Britain with her porte open to ns for a 
variety of product, and presenting a grow- 

• ing demand. Onr goods are wanted and we 
are cheerfully paid fair prices. On the other 
hand the United States purchases with mani­
fest-reluctance, and never loses an oppor­
tunity of putting embargoes on our 
trade, We envy the credulity of 
those Liberals who can 
thing hopeful in the McKinley Bill, or 
in the trend of American sentiment towards 
Canada. It may be that in years to come 
necessity will compel the American Govern­
ment to make easier the channels of 
merce between this country and that; but in 
the present temper of the United States 
people, and having full regard to the policy 
of higher protection on which the Republi­
cans acceded to office, It must be confessed 
that the trade outlook in that direction is 
môst discouraging. Common sense dictates 
the propriety of making the most of our im­
mediate commercial opportunities, and in 
this relation general attention should be 
directed to the inviting aspect of the Sritish 
market.

The Minister of Agriculture has been giv­
ing this matter some attention, and of late he 
has industriously aimed to awaken the 
interest of onr farmers and shippers to the 
facts. He had the figures of British trade 
collated, and they make up a showing which 
should be regarded with deep! interest by the 
Canadian people.
