Clarke, our feliow laborer in the kingdom of Jesus Christ! This is a
strange world. Extremes wiil mect much sooner than those whoare
only divided by & name.

But to return to Lrother Hall's book.  We have not yet had time to
read more than his examination of the proof texts of Universalism, and
10 wke a glance at the frame work. 'T'here are some quaint, out of the
way, unrhetorical expressions ; but, like the siyle of our Nova Scotia
Sam Slick, perhaps some would see and read facts exhibited in this
dress who would not look at a book of a different charucter. Brother
Hall proves himself perfectly familiar with the subject, and is more than
a match for all the Universalists in America. If any one doubis this
assertion let him read but the first sectiun of the book, and mneet if he
can one of the arguments!

I hope Brother Hall will appoint an agent in Boston, and sead on a
large lot for the benefit of the head quarters of Universalism, from whom
we will try to get a supply for these provinces.
