BROOKLYN RAPID TRANSIT.

The statement of Brookliyn Rapid
Transit for four months ended Oct.
31, made new bulls on the property.
It is pointed out that the expected
growth of Brooklyn might congest
vraffic in the principal streets, for
there is a limit to the number of cars
which can be run on suiface roads.
In Brooklyn, thereis a very simple
device by which this congestion can
be avoided and thav is by taking over
the elevated railroads and 8o secur-
ing two additional tracks, the trans-
ter of cars from surface to elevated
being made by convenient and inex-
pensive declines. No such action is
at present contemplated, but iv is
within the bounds of reasonable
possibility before long. The balance
sheet of the company on October 31
puts the Sea Beach Railway stock
at & valuatiion of $1.00. Ivis believ-
ed that the Sea Beach property is
worth more than §600,000.

METROPOLITAN STREET.

The reduction in exgenses on the
Broadway line of this Company,
when the cable was put in, was a re-
yvelation. This was followed by the
extraordinary success of the Lexing-
ton Avenue and Columbus Avenue
cable lines With che introduction
ol electricity, and the lines only

artially completed, the returns have

een amazing. Not only has the
equipment been taxed 10 the utmost,
but the percentage of operating ex-
penses with electricity have fallen
again. There has been talk ot lower
fares, but on the Metropolitan the
transfer system has reduced fares to
less than 4 cents a passenger. In
spite of this, gross earnings have in-
creased enormously, and net in
greater proportion. The road is al-
ready earning very much more than
5 per cent., and with the completion
of the Sixth and Eighth Avenue lines
down town (and this should come

- thig year) it was a very easy mat-

ter to raise the dividend yesterday
to 1§ quarterly. It is the earnings
and the small proEortiou of operat-
ing expenses which is bulling Metro~
politan.

Though the supply of wheat seems
inexhaustible the demand keeps up
apace. It would not be surprising if
the comparatively small increase of
746,000 bushels in the Visible to-day
was near the last increase, should
this turn out to be the case no
amount of bearing can depress prices
much under the rates ruling to-day.
The lowness of the world’s stocks of
wheat makes the statistical position
very strong but without'a Bull lead-
or no great rise may be looked for.

The decrease in the Visible in Corn
was satisfactory from a bull point.
The value of Corn is generally 4 that
of wheat, on this basis, it is high
enough, but as Corn has been seen at
a similar value with wheat, these
theories amount to nothing. As at
present sitnated Corn is very cheap.

Provisions will not fail to follow
the rest of the market should any
improvement in general prices take
place.
