1t tells its own sad talo and noeds no com-
ment :

, Rep Rook, Oclober 20th, 1589,

My Dear Bishop—l am grievod at heart

10 huvo to send you tho sad tidings that our
now Minsion House at Nogwenonung with all
the property which wo possossed thove is in
ashes, the stoves only oxceptod.

Two weoks ngo 1 wrote tn you telling your
lovdship that the Indizns had come down to
tuko us up, but when the cunoos wero loaded,
tho Iadians had w0 much stuff for thomsetves
thal thero was no room for M. Renison or
May to enter, und so Georgio and myrelf wout
up in order thut wo might take out the potatoos
bofore froizing, and ulso lay in a supply of fish
for cur dogs, intending aftor this work wus
accomplished. to come down sguin afier Mrs,
Renison and May.

On Thursdsy morning, the 17th Ostober, wo
bad all our fich and potutoos sate—21 bags
of besutiful potatoos in our collur, and 1400
tish hanging for wintor uso—broukfust propur-
ing and u strong west wind blowing, snd had
boen blowing fur 16 hours boforo. 1 wont over
to Thomson's house advising, if possible, that
the nets should be tukon in, or elso they would
soon be destruyed. Guorgio wan stitl in bed up
stairs sleoping; when I returned 1 found him
sitting at tho kitchen stovo; hu osme down
stairs duriog my absence, boing swukenoed and
balf stupoicd by the smoko, bat or cour-o
ho knew nothing of wheneo it ¢ame, and did
oot notier it much, I soon detected tho burn-
ing, wont up into tho uttic sud found to
my borror, tbut the flames hud made so mach
hoadway, thut I was obliged to roturn at ouce
.r ulse 1 should be suffocuted. I guve the alarm
and all the Iudisns us-emblod s quickiy ue
possible, but it wus too late. The nouso was
dry wud a strovg wind fanning tho Asmes, We
maunaged to sava 4 fow windows, and o lew
doors, snd sume fl,ur thut was in the celiur, [
bhad to borrow a hat, & puir of shoes, and
a blupket to rotarn, and whut food we used,
An Indian woman took off hoer moccasins tor
Georgie, s he hud nothing buv tho stoskings
which wore on his feet. Al our clothes sud
bedding oxcopt tho few things that we hud hore
are oil gone, All M, Reovison's trunks wnd
Jjowellery, & pood part of 4 chest of tos, feuther
pillows, bedding, moccusins, quilts, blankets,
Lwo clockes, and all our fursituro (vxcept chuics)
knives, torks, cups, aud plates, all gone. Al
Lhe potatoes rousted in tho cellur, 1 hope Lhe
Lord will owable us not 10 murmur. I be-
lieve the cuuse of the burninyg was this: The
strong wind shook snd loosened the wtove
pipss that projectbd outside over the roof und
disjointed them within, I hud mude thewm go
secure u day or two bufore, that [ never thought
of & wipd shaking” them, and Losides tnoy
stood so muny storins before. Tais s & vory
great loss both to the Dioceso and to the
Mesionary, Of course we munt now live at
Red Rock 1n the old house for the winter, but
we thank God oven for this. If Mcs Ronison
bad becn at tho Mussion she would buve been
evun worse; she woald have to etop with
the Indiuns, I brougnt down Thomson with
me, who will now swp here lor & ume to fix
ihe huuse, snd finish the cburch wuon the
grant comes from the S. P, C. K,

It & nuith wind had blown during the burn-
ing the church as well as the missivn would
have boen consumed ; k0 malters mught huve
bren much wor:e thuu they sro, Thapk God
no ives are Just, aud the Lurd will surely
cuanble us to bear uny persunul loss wo have

sustained.
