Tue Archbishop of Canterbury, referring to

telligent, gravely aspiring sentiment which dif-
ferences civilization from barbarism.”

Another notable expression of the Archbishop
as to Welsh Disestablishment is tho following :
“The Church is turned out on to the Welsh
hills, not only bare but houghed.”

Sir HeNRY Lavanp, the well-known diplo-
matist and the discoverer of Ninoveh, died in
London lately., It was as long ago as in 1839
that he set out on lus first journey of explora-
tion through the Kast, and he'afterwards toiled
indefatigably, and amid many discouragements,
al the work of discovering and disentorabing
ancient cities, monuments, and relics, The nu-
morous intensely iuteresting specimens of As-
syrian art which are now in the British Museum
are due to his explorations; he discovered four
splendid palaces at Ninoveh and Babylon; and
it was he who procured for lingland the gigan-
tie, vinged. human-hended bulls and lions, and
the eayle-hoaded deities, which the most casual
student of Assyrian history now knows so well,
His two fumous books, Nincveh and its Remains
and Nineveh and Babylon, sel Ltho current of Eng-
lish interest in an Bustern direclion, and prac-
tically gave birth 10 popular study of the his-
tory of thoese great nations of the pust. When
the yulue of Layurd's researches became known
his merits began to be recognized. Twice he
was Under-Secvotary of State for Foreign Af-
fairs, and in Mr. Gladstone's Government of
1868 he held the appointment of Chief Commis-
siouer of Works. In 1877 Lord Beaconsfield
sent him as Ambassador 1o Constantinople, and
it was whilo he held that office that the nego-
tintions which resulted in the cession of Cyprus
to England were concluded. Sir Henry Lay-
ard's great fuame, however,will rest rather upon
his magnificent discovories in Eustern lands
than upon his diplomatic talents or his political
labours. He was u born oxplorer, and an emin-
ontly successful one, Lnglish people are hardly
likely to forget that most of what we know of
some of the great empires of the Eust is due to
his untiring industry, and to that passion for
exploration which refused to- be bnulked even
when it met, a8 at first, with nothing but dis-
couragemént and indifference.—Church Bells.
