Places of Interest, and Public Build-
ngs in Toronto.

Purlivment House, Front Strect.

This imposing structure—for it Is indeed
a great imposition on the Province —lies be-
tween Simcoe¢ and Peter strects. During
session times, many a member Jies in that
locality also. "T'he visitor will find the Inuld-
ing interesting on account of its venerable
appearance, and, upon enquiring of the first
iotelligent boy who passes. he will learn that
it was erected as a fort by CHRISTOPHER
CoLuMBuUs, #0on after that gentleman’s ar-
rival in Americn. If an clector of the Pro-
vince, the vigitor will reflect that it was
within these walls that the celebrated little
Mrs. Br.ank lived and died ; as it was nlso
the scene of many bistoric debates, such as
that concerning the Government House
fence, Canoe couch dumask, efe., ete.
Lt.-Qovernor's House, corner King and Simeoe

Strects.

This grand old pile, built in the corkserew
style of architecture, cannot. but interest the
intelligent visitor.  The spacious grounds
which surround the mansion will also be
highly -pleasing to the cye, if the gate hap-
pens to be open, which it seldom is.  Should
the gate beshut, the visitor will ind it edi-
fying to contemplate the close bound fence.
This bistoric _residence is at present oceu-
pled by Lt.-Governor RoBINsON, who wns
recently elevated to the dignity of vice
royalty on account of his hrilliant display of
genins in Parliamcut.

Custom Llouse, foot of Yonge Street.

This elezant structure is counsidered one
of the handsomest buildings in the city. It
is also a place of peculiar iatevest since the
inanguration of the N, P., crowds of imn-
porters visiting its corridors daily to examine
the beautiful wood carvings and decorations,
An immense business is done here in good
scasons. Here is situated the office of the
collector, which used to be occupied by the
Boy, uatil he ot himselfio a mess and wus
hustled out. The stone work on the outside,
it will be observed is elegantly carved, and
amongst the ornaments are a great many
men’s heads. ‘The visitor will of course
desire to learn all about them, and if he asks
the intellgent policeman to be found in the
vicinity, he will no doubt be informed thet
they represent ANaus Mourrsox nod several
other chaps, who are popularly supposed
to be ulways haaging avound the Custom
House.

Osyvude Hall, Queen Street West.

This is & beautiful building in the Corin-
thian style, and contains the Oanadian Lnns
of Court. The interior is handsomely finish-
ed with stone and ironwork, anda great many
oil portraits of high-toned legal swells of
by-gene days decorate the walls.  Lnwyers
may be seen swarming through this bulding
in all directions, and the visitor will there-
fore dv well 1o keep his eye- skinnedif he
happens to own any frms.  Osgoode Hall
is on the whole ap interesting place, but the
socicty 1o be met there is dreadfully exelu-
sive ; no pea-nut stands are allowed inside
the doors, and the thirsty visitor is even re-
fused adwission to the bar, unless he con-
sents to undergo several severe examinations.
Take the right-hand turn and pass nup-stairs,
if you wish to see the room where they do
the periodical plucking of law-students, But.

neeessity, (which, like some of the Osgoode
tIall barristers, knows no law) compels us
Lo pass on, and we next mention

The Queen’s Park.

Passing up # beautiful avenue from Queen
street west, you will reach this famous resort.
At once you will be astonished wt the mag-
pificence of the fountnin which plays at the
cntrance, and the clothes hanging out to dry
in the adjacent yards. Passing oun » little
further, you eatch a glimpse of the Univer-
sity Buildings, 'nd are about 1o express your
delight when a frightful odour assails your
nose and you instinctively cuteh your breath.
This proceeds from the stagnant watev in
the vieinity ; make no row but passon and
observe the Ridgeway monmment, a splendid
work of art, surrounded by a neat picket
fence, and notices of building sites forsale.

This favourite resort of Polly Ann and her
perambulator is 1o Le found on the ecorner of
Sherbourne and Gerard strects.  Any deeent
hackman will 1ake you up there for $t1 50.
Entraunce free.  On passing in you hehold
a fairy-like scene of trees and llowers.  The
gardener js authorized Lo arvest anybody pul
ling up trees or destroying flowers.  Beliolld
the Pavilion—Hark ! That is Satry Hot-
MAN warbling (irafle Qirofle.  You may
pass in for fifty cents. Examme the foun-
taing isn’t it gorgeous? Now lie down
under a tree and take a rest.

Nornud School.

This well-known and highly esteemed
institution stands in St. James' square. Pass
rieht in. Here you find n visitor’'s hook in
whbich you may write your name or make
your mark. That fine group overthere is
*the Central Committee and the Press;” it
has heen Jabelled *“the Laocoon” by mistake.
You may also visit the Art and Industriul
collection, but don’t handle the goods.

Fonox College.

"Thisis n new building anild a very fine one.
You will find it at the head of Spadina ave-
nue,  On entering ask for Prof. McLaris
and he will bave the greatest pleasuve in
showing you_ through and telling you all
about Joux KwNox, Inowkrsont and all the
other great theologians,

Central Prison.

This great industrial establishment is sil-
vated near Steacbhan avenue. It was esta-
bished Uy the Local Government as a
Boardiug Louse for unfortunate gentlemen,
and is eonducted in 1 highly eflicient manoer
by Capt. Puixer.  The inmates are subjected
(o au unplensant lu\ir-(:ro*)piu}: process ocen-
sionally, but otherwise the discipline is not
quite o severe as that of the public schools,
The Post Qffice.

‘Phis handsome struetnre stands on Ade-
lnide street, facing Toronto, It belougs to
the Government, and is ably presided over
by the Government's friend Mr. PATTESON,
assisied by scvernl scores of young feHows

whose fathers and uncles always vote for the
N. P. Theintelligeut tourist in the city will
not fail to visit the P. O., if he expects a
letter from home. Although the building
iteelf s n fine and costly affair, the Post
Oflice acquires its chief interest from the
faet that it is situated next door to the oftice
of Grir, where the tourist may leave his
subgeription  for the current year, before
passing on 1o

The Police Court.

This well-known and popular resort stands
on Court street, and proves a strong attrac-
tion to every enqyuiviag visitor. One of the
strongest features of it is the odour in the
Court. _room, which is sometimes almost
powerful enough to upset the stomach of a
Police Sergeant.  Detective HovGINs is gen-
erally to be found in iy oftice here, and will
take delight in shewing the visitor (he vari-
ous points of interest in the building, such as
the dock, the cells, the Police Magistraie’s
canne-couch, Mr. Nuoine's tanch basket, the
Detectives’ rooms, the Rogue's sullery, ete.
