Saome peeple went 2o far as to atate that
hanging was a mild dest1 cempared $o the
new form of extreme penalty. We ventured
to say at the time that hanging presented
fentures incemparably werse than any other
meda of execution praciised In clvilizad
cenntries. We give the following from Bir.
mingham, England, relative te the exscutien
of a man called Davis, a wife marderer, en
the 27th of Auguat laat :—** Frederick Davis
was hanged hers yesterday. His head was
half torn off and the wind.plps and caretld
artery were severed and bloed spurted all
over the scaffeld, The hangman explained
that the unusual occurrence was cansed by
the victim having too leng a neck. Davis
wan given a six-foot drep.”

A raw days ago a oareless werkman at
Quinoy, Max., caused a fatal raflway acol-
dens, and several ether accidenta have been
attrlbuted te carelessness on the part of
workmen. * In every part of the Ualted
Skates,” aays the Chlcage Herald, *'liven are
lost dally in coneequence ef oriminal oareless-
noss. Yet nejther maeters ner men are
punisked, sud the law eeems impotent to
reach over the heads of grest cerperations.”
The Herald then refera to the recent rallway
acoldent In Torente which capved the deaths
of three pereons, In conaegaoace sf which a
aoroner’s jary, acting wita greater sacentrl-
clty and wecodenbeadednets than those re-
markable bodles nanally de, committed the
general superintendent of the llne for tcal.

There is no
mere revolationary body than a turbulent
aristocracy, as Alexander II., the mest re-
forming roverelgn Rusela has ever had npon
her throne, found te bl coet ia life.

1t ls to be regretied that Mr, Gladatone
sheuld have exhibited even the slightest sign
of temporizing, or descending frem the high
ploaclas of atateamanship he oecuples, In erder
te catch votes at the next electisn. Bat thie
is what he appears to have recently beeo do-
Ing, to the great regret of many of hls best
sopperters, It may be rememberad that not
Jeng age he permiitad s review written by
him some years since of Lady Geerglana
Fullerton's novel, ** Ellen Mlddleton,” te be
reprinted in w Catnellc msagszlne cslled
Merrie England. That review contalned
some neceseary references te Mothodism, and
a2 a nataral comeeguence brought inte
promineace ths manlfest aad palpable defezts
of that attempt at replaciog the werking eof
the one and ooly Charch of Ohrlst, He speke
with no ancertaln sound, and shewed how
poor & ttine s effzred In the emsicalated
teachinge of the ministers who profess 1o be
tollowers of John Wailey when & weary seul,
such as la described fo *“E:lsn Middleten,” le
pe:king and oraving for tae breadof life. Mr.
(:iadstone wrots like Mr. Gladstone then but
bis words were teo »t-ong meat for his
Methodlat snpperters and many were the io.
dignant protesta and, henoe oeme tesrs,
threat: of withdrawal of pelitical sapport,
Flesh Is wesk and we ragret to mae that for
politioal ends Mr, Glidstone seeme to have
connidercd it neceseary to hend the knee at
the »hrine of Methedism In order %o
propitiate the offended acctarles.

Howsver, a Miniater bag been eent
there, and he has been sent to raise questicns
with reepeet bo the law of Malta, and one of e
most important of these questiona has relation
to marriages in Malta,

Then, bhaving recapltulated the ciroum-
stances and work of t1e embassy, he oon.

tinued :—

8¢ that, gentlemen, if any of yousbould go
to Malta and desire to be married, your title to
be married in Malta—to contract a valid msr-
riage there—wonld depand upon thir declara-
tion of the Pops that you were authorized to do
it. Well, that ia an entire an abaolute noveldy
in the bistory of England. (Cheers.) I say
that it is a povelly ficat of all For the last 330
yeara aince the Reformation; bnb my belief is
that you weuld fipd it an entire novelty for 350
years before the Beformation. I do not believa
that before ths Reformation, when there was
lissle or no outer difference of religious com-
munion ip this country, the people of Eugland
went to the Oourt of Rome 1n order to aek in-
atrnctions from the Pope when they were to be
married and how their marriage waa to be made
valid and lezitimate. For, unless Iam much
mistaken, durlog the whole of thap time, by
the commun law of Cbristendom and of shis
country, a valid marriage was celebrated wish-
out the benediction of the Pops. Now we are
to be told, not merely if wo are Roman
Qatholics, but if involved in 8 mixed marriage
outside the fold of the See of S*. Pater, as it ie
caolled, that we are to have onr marriage made
valid by a declaration of the Pope in the terms
which 1 have read,

laughter) to correapond with the Foreign Office
and to make knnwn his viewa, An far as I
know, the oase of Sir G, Errington differed
from all cases which preceded it In this that it
was constantly made the subject of questions
and explanations in this House, and to the best
of my memory in all the previous cases hardly
any notice waa given to the matter.”

This evasion Is much to be regretted, The
fact simply is that the Gevernmeut of Eng-
1and could net be carried en for » year with-
out communication of w diplomatio character
with the Vatlcan, However much Pre-
testantism in England may imagine that the
Papacy a» & power, pelitical as well as
splritual, does net exist, the fact remains
that it does, and the soener the present sham
state of affafrs terminates the better. It
would be far better for Britain t3 bave a re-
presentative of the Crown ef B:italn at Rome
and a Nuncle In Lendon than a condition ef
relationahip of prime Impertance, Jo an im-
poria} sense, and yet one which renders pos-
slble, If 1% does nat necessitite, such a
ridloulous «xhibitlon as was made at the
dluner referred %o, and secondly, in the
House of Commens. The meed of cleser and
more resl relnt ons between the Vatlcan and
the Conrt ef Si, Jamas are every day becom.
fog more and more evidenced.

The death of Jobn Beyle O'R:lly haa
called forth more extenslve expression ef re-
gret frem the press of Amerlca than has
ever been aocorded to anm Icish-American.
Oar cxchanges 1 terally teem wit: teibutss to
hie honor and heneaty, his nebility of pur-
pose, bis genuine love for the land of his
birth and that of his adoption. The French-
Oanadisn papers in tie province have alro
been lavish in their pralses. Amongst them
Le Courrier du Carida, edlted by Mr.
Toomas Ohapais, ten-‘n-law of Sir Hactor
Langavin, epeake as frllowe :—

* He attached himaelf to Tie Pilot, and roxe
rapidly to the front rank amoog journaliste.
He was always brilliany, st1ong snd candid, and
pever lost ap opportonity to urge the cause of
Homs Rule for Ireland.

slarmed at the threst of an Amerloan tax of
tyree cente on a oabbage, five cents on a
dezan of eggs and abeavy duty en buy, They
are no doubt aware that the Uaited States
grow cabbags, t1at thelr hens lay egge, and
their fields grow hay, and that a glanoe at
the markot reports in the newspapers of any
frontisr or other city In the U. S, will prove
to them that pricee of domestloc produce in
thoso citlem ars no higher than in thove of
Canadu—proving that either all that ls peces-
sary ls produced on the other slda or else
that 1f the Capadian tarmer snppiies them
bo 811!y at & leas price than he coald or should
grt In his osn country. Tua Csnadian
farmer, If he sete himeelf to wark ea energett-
cally as he should, can procare a far better
markst for his foed producs than hs can In
the U. §,, and Ia fact ciunid take aw.y much
of the export trade of vhat country., To
seme extent he Is begloning to de thie, and
hence bas stimalated his competitora te joln
in an organizad stiemp? to destroy his fast-
brightening prospests. -

popilation, but the process is the same. In
Paris, Berlin, Vieuna, New York casea of death
fram starvation are unluckily 100 often chrouicl-
ed. In rural iocalivier such deatha must necen-
serily be few and far between, an the condivivna
render them untikaly. The iwprovideat aad
the idle who will nob make a living in the ¢caun-
try generally make their way to a civy. Then
comes the end.

RAILWAYS IN CANADA.

JouN Marvis. The dirat railway built in
this countty was obat trom Laprarie so St.

A CUBIOUS FACT.

I find in the Liondon Daily News the follow-
ing curious statement :  ** Infl 1euza, accosdiug
to the Irish Local Governmens Board, is an old
acquaintance in Irelaad. A passage is quoted
from the *Annals of Ulster,’ A.D,, 1326:
¢ Awful thunder snd lightning this year, which
destroyed the corn snd produce of Eriun, so
that 10 was blanched and waste. An epidemial
diseass commoen throughout all Erinn which
waa called  * 3laedan’ (proasratton, inHuenza),
which affected during three or four days every
peraun, o that iv was seoond voly 10 death,’ In
1328 influeaza recorded under the name of
*Slaedan’ in the * Annal of the Four Meaters,’
and in the * Anpals of Coonaugho,” and under
the name of ‘ Murre’ in che * Annala of Clon-
macnoise,’ Several outbreaks of ioflaenzs are
mentioned in vhe fourteensh century in Jreland.
Ia 1580 the same diceaseis described as a strange
kind of sickness called *the gentle correction’
or inflaenza,”

THE LIFE OF A SHIP.

There is published what ia looked
on as a kivd of oftaial etatemens as to the aver-
age life of ehips, It iz as follows :—Scaudina-
vian, 30 years; Italy, 28; United Kiogdom,
96 ; Germany, 23; Holland, 22: Fraocs, 20;
Unitei States, 18, Bub this ‘‘average” does
not prove much, as the life of » sbip is very
variable.. A ship plving between the Caps and
Holland, Dutch build, ase to be pointed out as
being nearly three hundred years old, aud ber
builu cervatnly justified the assertion. Her
timbers were sound and as hard asiron. There
are five vessels on Lloyds register built in the
early part of the last ceatury. Nelson'’s
“Vigtory" waa builb in 1756. The Ann, s brig,
wag one of the vessels with Wolfe's fieet before
Quebeo. It was atated 1o the papers five or
s1x years ago that the same brig paid a visit to
the same port, boing atill braving tbe weas in
srade, and that she 18 owned somewhere in the
Southern States,
