ST. JEAN BAPTi6TE SOCIETY.

Commemoration or the Poumer of tre
society-ante SufbnbrarI

1a 1a8.-

The formal inauguration of he monu- ;
monts erected in Cote dem Ntage. cerne-
tera, Montreal, to Duvernay, the fpunder'
anà the president of St. Jean Baptiste
Society, and to the Quebec pliticalVic-
tims of the rebelion of 1887-88, took
place last Sunday. The proceson tôt
the cemetery was very large, there being
seventy carriages an animmense Rmacm
ber on foot. Two funeral cars carried
the numerous wreaths designed to deco-
rate the monuments. Amnong the proin à
nent citizeans present were Mr. L. O
David, president of the St. Jean Baptiste
Society, Mr. Justice Loranger, Dr.Maril,
M.L.C., of St. Eustahe, Ju ge Charland,
of St. Johns, P.Q., Mayor MeShaneL .J,
U. Papineau,M. Arehambault,cfonte-.
bello, Ald. Gauthier, Rouer Roy, Rev. A.
S. Gosselin, Fire Chief Benoit, etc. The
demonstration met with atrong oppoui--
Lion in many quarters, and the'utter.
ances of some of the French journals
were decided in their condeannation of
the affair. It was proposed te remove-
the romains of Dr. Chenier, who was
killed at St. Eustache in.1837, to the
monument, and Dr. Marcil caused the
oxhumation of certain boues, alleged by
an old inhabitant who presided at the
burial, te be those of the deceased. But
on this subject there seems te have been
soite doulut; and atother point of im-
portance in the case, not generally
known, apparently, was that the inaur-
gents were excoimunicated, and the
supposed remains of Dr. Chenier were
taken froni the place of burial amsigned
to tnbuipttised .persons. La Minerve,.al-
Iudiig to this, said editorially that it
regretted the deronstration "te the
ieroes of '37-'38" had not been kept
sepIrate frot that to Duvernay, the
founder of the St. Jean Baptiste Society.
It adds: " Dr. Marcil says that he has
obtained the necessary authorization
front the religious authorities for the re-.
moval of the remains of Dr. Chenier, but
did lie explain that they were t in the
cemetery of unbaptised children ? We
believe that thia important fact was
omuitted from this delîcatenatter. Ail
should have been said te avoid all posai-
ble misunderstanding. We know that
the church, in her great mercy, allows
prayers for the victims of these popular
movements, but it does net grant bene-
dictions after death to those who did not
want thiemu during their lifetime."
Other protests were made, and at the
last moment the Archbishop prohibited
the renioval of Dr. Chenier's body to the
cenetery. The wreaths iaving been de-
posited on the monumenta by the mem-
hers of the society, the Rev. Cure
Sentenne clantei the Libera,and shortly
after the assembly proceededto the plat-
forns erected atear the cemxetery, where
speeches eulogistic of the deceased were
delivered by Jatdges Loranger, Charland,
Dr. Marcil, Dr. Marchand, Mr. L. O.
David, L. J. N. Papineau and others.
