(iü) Lighting fittings shail be arranged to prevent temperature riscs tlist
would be injurious to the wiring,ý and to prevent surrounding material fro1n
becoming excessively hot

(e) Wiring shail be supported in such a manner as to avoid chafing Of
other injurv.

(J) Except .as provided ini paragraph (d) of Regulation 22, each separaWe
circuit shall be protected against overload. The current-carrying capactY Of
each circuit shall be permanently indicated, together with the rating or settiilg
of the appropriate overload protective device.

(g) (i) Accumulator batteries shall be suitably housed, and compartuientU
used primarily for their accommodation shall be properly constructed and4
efficiently ventilated.

(ii) Devices liable to arc shail flot be installed in a compartment assige
principally to accumulator batteries unless the devices are flameprOOf
(explosion proof).
