
PROTOCOL TO THE INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION
FOR THE NORTHWEST ATLANTIC FISHERIES

The Governments parties to the International Convention for the N(
west Atlantic Fisheries signed at Washington under date of February 8, li
Which Convention, as amended, is hereinafter referred to as the Conven
desiring to extend the provisions of the Convention to harp and hood s
agrS as foflows:

ARTICLE I

The provisions of the Convention shall be applicable with respect to
and hood seals in conformity with Articles II and III of this Protocol.

ARTICLE II

1. The Contracting Governments shail establish and maintain a Panel'
jurisdiction respecting harp and hood seals i the Convention area. Initial
resentation on the Panel shall be determined by the International Comi
for the Northwest Atlantic Fisheries on the basis of current substantial exi
tation of harp and hood seals i the Convention area, except that each (
tracting Government with coastline adjacent to the Convention area shail I
the right to representation on the Panel.

2. Panel representation shail be reviewed annually by the Commisý
which shall have the power, subject to conasultation with the Panel, to de
mine representation on the Panel on the saine basis as provided i paragrai
of this Article for initial representation.

ARTICLE III

Proposais in accordance with Article VIII of the Convention for joint ac
by Contracting Governments with respect to harp and hood seals shail bec,
effective for ail Contracting Governments four months after the date on w
notifications of acceptance have been received by the Depositary Governn
from ail the Contracting Governments participating in the Panel for Iharp~
hood seals.

ARTICLE IV
1. This Protocol shail be open for sinaue and ratification or for adherE

on behaif o! any Government party ta the Convention.
2. This Protocol shail enter into force on the date on which instrument

ratification have been deposited with, or wrltten notifications o! adherence h
been received by, thie Government of th United States of 4merica, on bêhpi
ail the Governments parties to the Convention.

3. Any Government becoming a party ta the Convention after this Protc
entera into force shall adhere ta this Protocol, sudi adherence to be effective
the saine date that such Government becomes a party ta the Convention.

4. The Government of the United States of America shail inform ail G
ernments signatory or adhering ta the Convention of ail ratifications depos
an~d adherenoes reetved and of the date thts 'Protocol enters into force.
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
