46, Our Mobile Team at Stung Treng was also ordered

S0 that the investigation would be as thorough as possible:

47. The Special Team stayed two dd¥s at Voeunsai
during whieh it examined nine witnesses and twice flew overl
the Cambodian-Laotian border. ' A summary of the case and the

48. The Pakse Team twice flew in’a helicopter over
Siempoy area but they were unable to land owing to trees of
and lack of suitable landing space near the village of Sied?
They confirmed, however, that from their air reconnaissancé
over Siempoy, they could not see any troops in the area.

: 49. The Stung-Treng Team visited Voeunsai on 28
and 30 August, 1955, and examined four ‘more witnesses. A att

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50. When the teams Had reported back, the Comnis81?
held an extraordinary meeting and after a long and carefl
deliberation communicated the following findings to the oply
Royal Government of Cambodia on 8th September, 1955, in %™
to their letter of 20th August, 1955:- - .

"1, During the night of 5/6 August,
1955, hostile activity in the form of'‘rifle
fire, of an undetermined volume, took
Place against the Salasrok at Voeunsai
in the province of Stung-Treng. Again,
during the nights of 14/15 and 16/17 .
August, 1955, hostile activity in the e
form of rifle fire of an undetermined volult
took place against the military post and
the 3alasrok at Voeunsai in the province
