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(2) Fifth freedomn traffic rights may be exercised by one designated Canadianairline between the Federal Republic of Germany and points beyond.

(3) In-transit traffic originating in or destined for points in third countries maybe carried into and out of points in the Federal Republic of Germany, withstopover privileges.

111. A designated airline may, if it so desires, omit one or more of the points onthe specified routes, providing that the point of origin of such a route lies inthe territory of the Contracting Party that has designated the airline.

1 have also the honour to propose that Paragraph 5 of Article 9 of the Agreementshall henceforth flot be applied to any air services operated pursuant to the Agreement.
If the foregoing is acceptable to the Government of the Federal Republic ofGermany, I have the honour to propose that this Note, which is equally authenticin English, French and German, and your reply confirming the acceptability of itsprovisions shall constitute an arrangement between our two Governments which shallenter into force on the date of your reply.
