
The GDvernment of Canada (hereinafter referred to as "Canada")

and

the European Space Agency established by the Convention opened for signature in
Paris on 30 May 1975 (hereinafter referred to as «the Agency>),

NOTING that Canada enjoyed observer statua in the European Space Conference and
in the European Space Research Organizatjon,

RECALLING the Agreement signed in i&ontreal on 9 December 1978, and entered intoforce on 1 January 1979, establishing the framework for cooperation, for exclu-
sively peaceful purposes, in the fields of space research and technology and
their space applications, as an important step towards dloser relations between
Canada and the Agency,

RECALLING the Agreement signed in ESTEC <Noordwijk) on 9 January 1984 for con-
tinuîng this cooperation between Canada and the Agency, which entered into force
on 1 January 1984, interpretei by an exchange of letters of 9 January 1984 and
amended by a further exchange of letters concluded on 15 April 1987,

CONSIDERING that in puratiance of these Agreements Canada has participated inGeneral Studies concerning future projects which are part of the Aqencyls basic
activities, and bas concluded with the Agency arrangements concernjng its parti-
cipation in optional teleconunnicat ions and earth observation programmes as well
as in the Hermès programme,

CONWIRZ4ING the mutual benefite brought by Canada's participation in the Agencyls
activit jes and progralmmes,

NOTING that Canada and ESA have worked closely together in establishing a long-
term international cooperative framework for participation in the Space Station
programme,

OBSIRING to pursue and to strergthen further the close cooperation between
Canada and the Agency,

MVING REGKRD to Article XIV.1 of the Agency'a Convention,
