CONFEDERATION CAPITAL

Charlottetown, once known as Port la joie, became

the capital of Prince Edward Island, Canada's

smallest province, on August 4, 1769. The first in-

habitants, Micmac Indians, knew the area as Abegwer,
("Cradled on the Wave"). Later, the Island became

Ile St. jean and, eventually, Prince Edward Island in

honor of Edward, Duke of Kent, father of Queen

Victoria.
