Orlikow,—That Bill C-176, An Act to amend the Crim-
inal Code, the Crown Liability Act and the Official
Secrets Act, be amended in Clause 2 by deleting the
words “or by agents specially designated in writing by
him for the purposes of that section,” in lines 30 to 32

at page 18.

And the question being put on the said motion, it was

negatived on the following division:
