Mr. Woolliams: Don’t put her in the Post 
Office.

Mr. Ritchie: Are the employees and officials 
of the health services branch at The Pas now 
under the control of the Indian band in 
question?

Mr. Munro: They did not ask this in respect 
of all officials. They asked that the communi­
ty health worker be responsible to the Indian 
band. We said we would look into it, that we 
had no objection to it and would try to work 
it out.

EFFECT ON DORVAL AIRPORT OF LANDING 
RIGHTS IN TORONTO

Mr. Roch La Salle (Jolieite): Mr. Speaker, I 
have a question for the Prime Minister.

Considering the new policy announced by 
the Minister of Transport to the effect that 
several airlines will be granted landing rights 
in Toronto, can the Prime Minister give us 
the assurance that this new policy will in no 
way reduce the importance of the Dorval 
airport?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
I do not see in what way this can be called a 
new policy, Mr. Speaker, and the importance 
of the airport in Dorval will in no way be 
reduced. I suggest that what might have such 
an effect would be the new international air­
port that we intend to build in the province 
of Quebec. Discussions on that matter are 
presently going on with the provincial author­
ities and I think that we shall be able to an­
nounce our decision in one or two weeks, at 
the most. As a matter of fact, our decision de­
pends on consultations. We have had a great 
many consultations with the provincial au­
thorities and we are about to make a decision 
on the basis of the final representations which 
we will be receiving from them.

SURVEY OF REQUIREMENTS
