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CONCERNING TEACHERS

147 When two or move teachers are employed in a 
school, one shall be the head teacher. The head teacher 
shall be responsible for the organization, classification 
and discipline of the whole school, and shall prescribe 
(with the concurrence of the school board) the duties 
of the assistant-teachers.

148 Teachers shall not absent themselves from 
school nor close their schools on regular school days 
without permission from the school board or the chair-

thereof, except in case of sickness or other un avoid 
able cause, in which case the absence shall be imme­
diately reported to the school board.

149 It is the duty of a teacher in a public school :
(1) To see that the school house is ready for the 

reception of the pupils at least fifteen minutes 
before the time prescribed for opening the school in 
the morning, and five minutes before the time for 
opening in the afternoon ;

(2) To give vigilant attention to the ventilation 
and temperature of the school rooms, and to deter­
mine the temperature by thermometer. At each

the windows and doors shall be opened for 
the purpose of changing the atmosphere of the 
room ;
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
