THE KING S GUPTO N.Y.Y.G.
FOR ANNUAL COMPETITION

Conditions for Bace in American
Waters—Grateful Reply
to His Majesty.

New York, Nov, 27.-—Announcement was
msade to-night at the New York Yacht Club
of the presentation to the club by King
Edward VII. of a trophy to be known as
A'he King's Cup, and to be raced for an-
nutlly by American yachts in American
waters. More than 100 yachtsmen respond-
ed to the call for a special mee&lng of the
New York Yacht Club to-night; at which
Cormmodore ¥rederick Bourne presided.

The conditions which it is said were ar-
ranged for the greater part by the King
hjmrself, follow:

(1) Tnis cup is to be known as The
King's Cup.

2) The cup shall be forever held by the
New York Yacht Club to be sailed for an-
nually. The name of each yacht wimrmig
shall receive from the New York Yacht
Club a suitable medal or other trophy to
con.memorate her victory.

(3) Races for this cup shall bé sailed un-
der the racing rules of the New York Yacat
Club, as the same shall be from time to
time in force, including the rules, for mea-
surement and time allowance, é€xcept as
otberwise provided in these terms and con-
ditions. _

(€3] .Any yacht belonging to any club &
the Urnited States in good standing, shall
be eligible to enter in these races, pro-
vided that, in the case of a single-masted
vessel, she be of a waterline length of not
lesa than 50 feet, and in the case of a ves-
sel of more than one*wdse she shall be of
waterline length of nos.less.than 60 feet,
but these limitations of dimensions may be
from time to time altered by the yhanimosu
action of the fag officers of the New York
Yseht Club, taken not less than “10-moiiths
prior to the race, to which such alteration
shall be applicable.

6y The courses and dates and other con-
ditions of the races not incorporated with
these conditions, or with thé racing rules of
the New York Yacht Club, shall be detex-
wined from time to time by the tiag offi-
cers of that club, but unless circumstances
shall arise which, in the judgment of the
flag officers, make it ir.expedient to do so,
the races shall preferably take place over
one of the courses off Newport during the
arnual squadron cruise of the club,

(6) All races for this cup shall be sailed
without time Hmit, s

(7) Entries for these races must be in
writing and must be lodged with the re-
gatta committee of the New York Yacht
Club, not later than 48 hours. before- the
time of starting.

Commodore Ledyard ocered the following
resclutions, a copy of which was cabled to
the Kirg:

*“The New York Yacht Club desires td ex-
press its very deep appreciation of the yift
of His Majesty King Edward VII. of the
cup to be known as *"The King’s Cup,” and
u;;t('prs the terms and conditions of the
gift, /
“T'he club recognizes with sincere grati-
tude the honor-thus bestowed upon it.

“His Majesty's keen interest in the sport
has ever been regarded with admiration by
Amcrican yachtsmen and his powerful in-
fleence in maintaining its best standards
and highest traditions has been as effective
in Anjerican as in English waters. ®The
club will always cherish with pride
ticphy thus committed to its trust.”

American Colleges Appreciate Coch-
rane’s and Milne's Trophies.

New York, Nov, 27.—The game of as-
sociation footba]l, which has been making
giant strides in popular favor in this coun-
try in the short time it has been under
consideration, has received a great help
thru the generosity of two Englishmen
who have presented trophies to be com-
peted for by American collegians. One of
these is a cup, valued at $863, the gift of
Sir Ernest Cochrane, presented for an in-
ternational interuniversity game. This is
looking forward to the time when America
has developed teams so strong that an all-
American college eleven can be picked to
meet a team of English collegians. It is
unlikely that this trophy will be competed
for in several years, at least not until late
in 1907. @

The other trophy is the gift of Fred H,
Milnes, captain of the Pilgrims' eleven,
which recently toured this country. The
cup has not yet arrived in this country
but will be here soon. It is to be competed
for by the colleges composing the inter-
colleglate association. The conditions are
to be nominated by the domor, but jt is
understood that the cup is to go to the col-
lege first winning it three times in succes-
s‘on. This trophy will be named the Milnes
Cup. The Cochrane trophy _will be named
aftep its donor, too.
These gifts are highly appreciated by the
American collegians, who realize how great
a help this will be to aid the game At
that. however, the progress made by socker
in this country has astounded even those
who made the first efforts to esmh]lsh' it
in the colleges here. The great opposition
to the game, as oné of the exponents here
put it, is more implied than 'expressed. [t
is a taeit unwillingness to permit the in-
troduction of a game which may injure
the American Rugby game.
