I have always been
an advocate of clean, well kept aud intel-
ligently managed alleys—and right over in
beautiful Toronto I found and met my ideal
in thut respect—found it in the last place
1 expected to ‘encounter it. Just imagine,
my Gear readers, ten bcautiful, bighly-pol-
ished alleys of the Brunswick-Balke kind
setting side by side, with corresponding de-
coruwtions and general surround.ngs—every-
thing clean and orderly and ed after
by an evidently. well drilled and commuud-
led staff, and you have a pen picture of the
situation 1 fell in Jove with. The alleys
are absolutely perfeet and 1t did uot re-
'quire a far-seeing or exceptionally keen in-
tellect to discover that the alm of the mun-
agement was to keep them and everything
conrected with them in that coudition.
Cleanliness was in evidence In every inch
of ‘the place. Special movable stands for
score sheets were at the head of each alle;
and back of thém were leather-covered,
uphoistered seats, or . rather ‘couches,
where the bowlers rested in Juxuri-
ous comfort bet frames. Back
of these seats 1s "a large space,” in
the eentre of which 18 an upright plano and
in the rear in the sawne Yoo is a luuch
counter of the up-to-date variety—and jin
acdition there are splendidly appolated
cloak and tollet rooms, 1 were not a
confirmed American, loving only the sfirs
and stripes, I would be tempted to migrate
to Tcronto to bask in the luxury and sun-
light of the beautifully equipped bowling
parlor of the Toronto Bowling Association.

During
the four or five hours I spent watching
matters about those alleys I was convinced
that Toronto “had it,” to use common
expression, on any place 1 have“ever visjt-
ed-—and 1 hope that some day the possi-
bilitles of our own good old -town in the
same direction will be realize nd taken
advantage of by some enterprising people,
who, like our Toronto friends, who invaded
and captured Toronto, are not afraid to in-
vést in the best in the belief that that
policy only will develop the best results.
