A Working Girl’s Soclety,
Vogue tells of an extraordinary move-
.nzent that was brought about by a New
York evening journal which-sounds in-
teresting, tho one that might be dan-
gerous, .rather. It began with a group-
ing of letters from men and women,
who, as strangers in a strange city, pro-
fessed really to suffer with loneliness,
and who were finally brought together.
