TORONTO AS A FRUIT MARKET. 
Mr. Watson C. Orr of Winona does 

rot wish to see a large fruit market 
established in Toronto, as suggested by 
The World. He says :

“Fruit growers do not regard To­
ronto as their natural market. On 
the contrary, they regard the con-, 
sumer as their natural market, and 
many of the largest growers of fruit 
have for years been doing all in their 
power to establish markets every­
where and anywhere in Canada out­
side of Toronto. So far have they 
succeeded in their attempt that prob­
ably not one-tenth of the fruit grown 
in Ontario goes to Toronto. The 
profits on fruit growing have been 
reduced to nil. Many growers in this 
section have taken out large portions 
of their plantations, and are turning 
their attention to tobacco and other 
things, largely because they have 
been so mercilessly bled by transpop 
Cation companies.”
Evidently the attempt to avoid doing 

business through Toronto has not proved 
very successful, or the fruit growers 
would not be taking out their planta­
tions. Shippers of fruit to a distance 
from small places like Winona can never 
get such advantageous transportation 
rates as can be obtained in a large centre 
like Toronto with railways running ont 
in every direction and first-class water 
communication. If Toronto hlad a large 
fruit market with ample provision for 
cold storage, large packing rooms and 
adequate facilities for unloading and 
loading vessels and railway ears, it would 
pay the fruit growers to come here to 
meet fruit buyers from all parts of the 
country. On the arrival at Montreal of 
ships laden with tropical fruits, buyers 
are present from as far west as Chicago. 
Fruit buyers might come to Toronto 
from all over Canada.

The large fmit growers may be able 
to find a market for their fruit under the 
present system of hunting for markets 
everywhere and anywhere outside of To­
ronto, but the small fruit growers can­
not nfiord to do business that way. With 
a great central fruit market in Toronto, 
the small fruit growers and the (large 
fruit growers could compete herfe on 
equal terms. The large fruit growers 
who had regular customers at a distance 
might not always wish to make their 
sales through Toronto. . If they could 
get better prices elsewhere they would 
be at liberty to do so, but they could 
take advantage of Toronto’s facilities for 
cold storage and quick transportation.

One of the results of the establish­
ment of such a fruit market in Toronto 
would probably he the concentration of a 
number of fruit canning factories here, 
which would create a demand for a great 
deal of fruit that now goes to waste in 
seasons of plenty. It is possible that a 
large business might also be developed 
in exporting fresh fruit to England ia 
soon ns a line of fast Atlantic steam­
ships is established.

Nor»em Ontario and the Canadian 
Northwest will never grow fruit to any 
extent, nnd as the population increases 
a great demand for southern Ontario 
fruit wili develop. The shortest nnd 
quickest why from the fruit growing 
sections of Ontario to the markets of the 
north and northwest will be through 
Toronto.

The fruit growers of Winona should 
use their influence to get a proper fruit 
market in Toronto. Perhaps a little out­
side pressure would make the -City 
Council more active in the matter.'
