It alone
ought to bDe sufficient to put the club’s
application out of court. Woodbing Paik
will givé an idea of how the fence dud
grand stand would disfigure the local'ty.
While the park with its green oval and well
kept grounds is beautiful on the inside, the
outside of the park is hideous with its
high fences, its sheds and stands bncklnx7
up along the street. We would have a
similar eyesore along the Esplanade if Har.
bor Square were fenced off. The view “of
the wharves and bay would be shut off
from the city side, ‘while=the . enclosure
would greatly detract from thé appéardnce
of the water front as It 1§ Seen by pis-
sengers on in-coming steamers, 1t is to be
hoped the Council will not run counter to
an almost unanimous public opinion.

TORONTO AND THE DRESSED MEAT
INDUSTRY.

Among the industrial possibilities of To-
ronto is the establishment of a big dress-
ed meat trade o connection with the eat-’
tle market. This city i8 the collecting and
distributing centre of the cattle trade of
the proviice. In addition to its pork pack.
ing establishments; Toronto ought to have
several abattoirs for the killing and. dress-
ing of cattle for export to Kurope. . The
fecént atmunl report of the Uniom  Stock
Yards and Transit Company of Chicago
glves some (nteresting figures as to the
possibilitiés of this industry. We learn
that 225,000 of Chicago's population get
thelr living directly from the stock yards,
and nearly as many more indirectly. The
total mumber of men employed in the
square mile comprising the yards, includ-
ing packing-house workers, laborers in ali
the co-ordmate industriés of the packing
plants, foremen, firemen, pollce, commis-
sion-men, drivers, rajlroad men, commercial
travelers, clerical forces and employes 18
45,000. It was found that an average of
five persons depended on éach, which ralsed
the total to 225,000, The report estimates
that at least 176,000 persons get their liv-
ing indirectly from the yards. In that
clags fall those employed in the manu-
facture of wvarious by-products, such as
fertilizers, glue, soap, oleomargarine etc,;
dealers in hides, hair and wool; speculators
and various wholesale meat markets. No»
legs than §1,000,000 in cash is daily paid out
in the stock yards, and more actual value
i8 dally bandled there than in grain, lUm-
ber and dry goods combined.

If  Chicago can support a population of
400,000 people from ite stoek yards-it is
surely not too much to expect that To-
ronto, the centre of the "Canddidn cattle
trade, might support a population of, say,
40,000, or one-tenth of Chicigo estimate.
The Speech from the Throne indicates that
the Provincial Government intends to do
something to encourage the establishment
of the dressed meat industry in this prov-
ince. This is a step in the right direction.

ought to soon expand into a great and
permanent business, We trust a start wii
be made in Toronto this summer.
