: London, July 14.—An apparently unim-
portant incident, the censorship of one
newspaper despatch referring to the Viak-
has had the effect of
crystallizing all the widely differing sorts
of public dissatisfaction concerning the
conduct of the war in South Africa. This
dissatisfaction has long been pent-up and
now finds free vent not, strangely emough,
thru the columns of thé Opposition news-
papers, but in the government journals.
Kitchener’s Popularity Waning.
For the most. part Vpubllc belief and
admiration of Kitchener has been wan-
ing, now he is openly and severely critl-
cized. A rumor which ¢annot be sub-
stantiated is current thag he will shortly
be succeeded in the command of the Brit-
jsh forces in South Africa by General
Sir Bindon Blood, who has been operat-
ing in the eastern Transvaal. Should this
change occur, it{would probably be chiefiy
due to the differences of opinlon existing

between Yord Milner of Cape Town and

companied by the stabement that the
operations in South Africa no longer justi-
fied the presence there of any officer of
the seniority of Lord Kitchener.
Milner Has His Dislikes.

Patience Required for Continuous
Diplomacy With Wily Oriental.

UNCERTAIN PROMISES OF INDEMNITY

But No Security Has Been Offered for
the Redemptiion of Pledges—
Unsatisfactory News.

London, July 14.—The news from China
to those who attempt to follow the meagre
despatches is unsatisfactory. The foreign
armies are scuttling out, detachment after
detachment, and, nothing has been settled,
Nobody in diplomatic circles seems to know
how the Indemnity will be taised, what
will - be the aggregate amount or what
factlon will remain in control at Pekin
after the policy of wifhdrawal of the
foreign garrisons is carried out. The
civilized powers, after /months of military
occupation, vacillation and diplomacy,

have obtained a vague and unsgtisfactory
promise to pay the costs of the war In
the form of an indemnity; but no security
has been offered. for the redemption of
pledges. The chlef instigators of the at-
tack upon the embassies have gome un-
punished, and have regained their influ-
ence (if they had ever lost it), and there
are strange reports ahout the organization
of a fresh series of secret socleties not
unlike the Boxers. The powers have In-
deed completely failed in a trial of wits
with the heathen Chinee. The European
Foreign Offices have lacked the resources
of patience required for continuous diplo-
matic action agalnst the wily Orientals.

WILL SAVE EMPEROR’S FACE.

Pekin, July 14.—The Chinese officials
are making elaborate preparations to save
the Emperor's face when he re-enters
Pekin. All evidence of the destruction
wrought by the war along the streets to
be itraversed by ‘the Emperor will be
temporarily disguised, Great pagodas
will be erected. The Chen Men gaté,
which was nearly demolished by the bom-
bardment, will be repaired with wood and
plaster, painted to resemble stone, and
the damage to the walls and outer build-
ings will be similarly marked .

Ii Hung Chang has requested the with-
drawal of the foreign troops from the
temples and palaces not later than Aug.
15. The Ministers of the Powers have
acquiesced and haye notified their decl-
gion to the various commanders. The
Americans and British will probably camp
near the summer residence of the lega-
tions in the western hills until their bar-
racks are completed.

YOUNG COYLE WAS GOING DOWN

His Companion Attempted a Rescue,
But He, Too, Had a Narrow
Y Escape,

Niagara Falls, Ont., July 14—A thrilling
incident occurred at the Whirlpool this; at-
ternoon shortly after the securing of Gra-
bham and HKis barrel, that nearly cost two
lads their lives. : :
71t seems several hundred mfen and boys
were down along the Shore at the Whir!
pool, quite a number of whom were 1o
bathing in the witers of the pool, the day
being intensely hot. One young lad nam-
ed Coyle, about 17 years of age, who could
not swim, was stripped and splashing in
the water on the shore hanging on 1o a
rock when the rushing waters came i
on him, broke his hold and carried him
out into the swift current.

His comrades saw him floundering In
the water mmd being carried out to the
vortex of the pool. One of them’ named
Griffith, about 19 years old, an expert
swimmer, sprang to his assistance, swin-
ming out to him. By this time Coyle was
sinking and was several feet below the
water when young Griffith dived down and
grabbed hold of him. Coyle, in his frenzy,
clutched Guiffith around the neck and
rendered him useless either to assist Coyle
or save himself. The two boys were 100

feet from shore in a swift surging curreut
of 50 feet oi water.

The crowd saw death for both lads, when
Archie Donald and Ed. Ngwman, two
young men standing on sho; threw off
only their coats and hats, sprang into the
current and swam out to them. Donaid
reached the drowning boys first as ithey
were sinking, clutched together tightly.
He broke thelr hold, and, handing < Gril-
fith’'s ltmp form to Newman, the two
young men swam ashoye with the bodles.
Ready hands soon resuscitated both' lads
by rubbing and pumping their Hmbs.

Donald and Newmin, who saved both
the lads from drowning, certainly deserve
credit, as well as young Griffith for his
prompt action to save his comrade that
so nearly cost him his life.

After closing the trap ou
the -end of the barrel, which is about 9
feet in length and strongly bound with iron
hoops and heavily ballasted In one end
with lead, it was towed out to about mid-
streara by a rowboat and cut loose. The
barrel slowly glided down stream towards
the American shore.and, after passing the
large rock Dbetween the cantilever and
steel arch bridges, it was caught in’ au
eddy and thrown into the Amcrican up-
current, where it made the munds of the
little bay up and down the river for about
20 minutes,nnally drifting up the river aud
was cought in the current down stream.

It soon shot under the steel arch briuge.
hugging .the rapids towards the American
shore and was tossed like a.cork up high
in the air, then completely submerged un-
der great breakers that tossed and tore
thru tne gorge. When reaching the turn
in the river opposite Webb's Point, it was
ghot out into midstream and only took a
few seconds before it shot Into the mael-
strom of the pook It was caught in a cur-
rent that carried it clean across the side
of the pool to Thompson's point on the
Canadian shore, not entering the vortex of
the pool. Here it was caught by a lot ot
boys and towed ashore.

The trap was opened and Graham, who
was in a dazed and semli-conscious state
from exhaustion for air, was taken out and
laid on a large rock and fanned, rubbed
and brought back to himself again. He
claims he will make another trip
August. He said the man in the boat did
not tow him far enough out into the
stream and that he was nearly exhausted
on account of being (-qn;:ht in the eddy
under the cantilever bridge.
