‘r IMMUNITY IN DISEASES.

Interésting Paper by Prof Macken-
zie Before Canadian Institute.

SIGNED CHARTER SHTURDAY

Toronto Syndicate Has Full Authority
to Transmit Power From
the Falls.

[ALK OF RAILWAY EXTENSIONS

Correlative With the Project of
- @lectrical Development_Capi-
tal Looking This Way,

The extraordinary activity of capital-
ists in securing rights to distribute
power in this section of Ontario gener-
ated at Niagara Falls is centring the
eyes of the industrial world on Toronto
at present. While the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor Saturday afternoon signed the
charter granting the Toronto syndicate
authority to transmit and distribute
electrical energy frlzm that source in
Ontario, H. B. McGtverin of Ottawa
gave notice that an application is to
be made to parliament for an act to
incorporate a company o construct
and operate a railway line between To-
ronto. and Hamilton. While there is
apparently no, connection between these
two ventures, street talk has associat-
ed them with the same investors.

Electric Read to Hamilton,

Frederic Nicholls, who is one of the
leading spirits in the company that
has secured the franchise to bring the
energy of the Falls to Toronto, assert-
ed 1ast night that he knew nothing of
the propoped wailway from Tdronto
west. He was not connected with the
enterprise in any way. The line pro-
posed will pass thru the Counties of
York, Peel and Haliton, and is to be
operated with either steam, electricity
or other motive power. This project
has been in the air for some tine. the
World printed some matter alonyg tnis
line in the early fall. At that tune a
party of capitalists interested in giv-
g some of the big American express
cumpanies entrance into the 7Toronto
field were figuring on constructing such
a road. Several of them enter Caunada
and get as near Toronto as Hamilton,
but are compelled to lose a large share
of revenue from this lucrative field, thru
net owning a connection over this snort
haul.

One Depends on Other.

All these paper lines, however, are
correlative to the projects of transmit-
ting electrical energy generated by the
Falls. Each depends largeiy upon the
other. The loss in transmitting electri-
city over the distance from Turonto
to the Falls is very cousiderable, and
this loss of power can be utilized in
the operation of cars along the route
with little extra expense. This is prob-
Rhly the explanation of the various
ventures cropping out at the same time.

But the interest in the agitation of
municipal rights in these sarge enter-
prises has become S0 intense in this
eection of late that the men b~hind
many of these schemes are inor: Cr less
shocked. Tt is clear that cavital for the
projects cannot be interested definite-
ly, so long as there is reason to ex-
pect municipal competition. This means
bringing the ecost of heat, - light and
power to a minimum, and that would
not pay the interest on private capital
which such a colossal investment de-
mands. Therefore, it is evident -that
nothing will be done further aloag this
line by private capital until the pro-
vincial parliament has conclnded its
session. The different factiopal fights
will eentre around the appreaching ses-
sion. It is conceded that the nolicy of
lthe municipalities enterinz this field
will be settled definitz2ly at the ap-
proaching session.

Capital Looking This Way,

Tt is generally understnod in Cana-
dian financial circles that a great deal
of capital from state centres is looking
in this direction for investmant jugt
at present, but the real forc2s behind
the various schemes are =o hard to lo-
cate clearly that the lifferent Promot-
ers cannot yet be readily 4 inzuished.

SEES BOTTOM OF THE St
Wit PlWNVENIIUNS

Can Easilv Locate Sunken Treasures
With His Submarine
Boat.

Milan, Feb. 1.—Signor Pino, the
Genoese engineep, whose hydroscope,
which, it is said, enables persons to
see the bed of the sea, was recently
tested in the Mediterranean, said to-
day in an interview that his invention
would allow a clear view over an area
of several thousand 6 square yards
at a depth of four hundred or
five hundred yards. Signor Pino
was reticent in regard 1o
the construction ©f his instrument,
but stated that he was able fo see
fish, plants, crustacea and other ob-
jects even of the smallest size. He
says his apparatus can be easily adapt-
ed to use on shipboard and will en-
able a captain to see submerged reefs
and banks from the main deck of his
ship. The instrument was tested in
the presence of - delegates from the
Ministry of Marine.

The Genoese Submarine Society has
bought for $40,000 another invention
of Signor Pino. It is a large egg-
shaped submarine boat, provided with
two screws and also with wheels,which
will enable it to crawl at the bottom
of the sea. It is furnished with large
grappling appliances with which loose
objects at the bottom can be secured.
The motive power is electricity. Signor
Pino says he will make efforts in the
coming spring to find the Black Princze,
which was Sunk during the Crimean
War, with much gold aboard, and al-
so the art treasures lost in ‘the Greek
archipelago by Pompey in the civil
war with Caesar.

GERMAN GIINS INAFGHANISTAN.
