He exhibited a bit of 
the metal, weighing 15-100 of a grain, 
which was produced from two tons of 
uranium at a cost of $75. It is more 
thinly distributed In uranium than 
xenon, the most rarefied gas, ls in the 
atmosphere.

Professor Markwald proceeded to 
give a morvelous exhibition of the 
powers of his speck of polonium. It
