$9.673 cents per man each day.

It shows the amount
of food allowed daily for each man, and

let those who have neen drafted under
the M. S. A. take courage, for they need
have no fears about being stinted In the
matter of food.

may have macaroni, sago, raisins, bak-
ing powder or tapioca.

%’Vhat good would baking powder bhe
to the average soldier someone asks.
Here, it must be explained that the ‘sol-
dier does not draw ‘his rations personal-
ly, but they are drawn for him by the
cook and transformed into regular eat-
-ables in the camp kitchen. For instance,
in a' unit which has 160 men on iis
strengtn, bacon would be drawn for
2ach by the cook, who would receive
from the Army Service Corps Supply
Depot 160 times three ounces, or 30
pounds of bacon.

IMPORTANT ISSUES
IN PRESENT FIGHT

Hume B. Cronyn, Union Government
lcandidate in London, addressed a
meeting of women in the rooms above
the Bank of British {North America on
Wednesday afternoon.

“Canada has lived safely of late
years,” he said. “Safely, I may say, by
virtue of the might of the  British
navy. All ‘that time there has' been
in force' here a law which made it
possible, when ‘the time came, that
every man between  the ages of ‘18
and could be called out for mil-
itary service. War ‘came upon ‘us.- Vol-
unteers were sent away. Yet this was
not the wisest course. It was not a
truly derhocratic system. We are now
trying to remedy a portion of that
mistake and to redeem our pledge: to
support the dependents of those men,
and to send them reinforcements.”” He
referred to 'a play in great vogue'in
Britain before the war. It was called
““The Land of Promise,” and In the
parlance of the street, “glammud’”’
Canada. It would be ‘regrettable, 'he
said, if that reputation were once more
to be given to the Dominion.

‘ Has Been Used Up.

The fifth Canadian division now no
longer exists, he asserted. It had all
been used to supply reinforcements for
the rapidly dwindling battalions ‘now
holding Canada’s part of the line. “How
we are to reinforce these men must be
decided by the voters,” he gaid, “and
largely by the women, I don’t know
of any sufficient levy except that pro-
vided under the military service act.
When I use. the word conscription, I
medn not only the drafting of men,
but the conscription of the resources
and entire wealth of the: country. By
that I do not mean.confiscation. It can
be best accomplished hy means of a
graded income, tax L and taxation  eof
war profits,. (Applause.) Y5

“In addjtion to conscription we
need a union government, because I
cannot concelve for a minute that.a
party government could properly en-
force the military service act or any
other measures which the war may
make necessary. The only alternative

is a Laurier government. I can’t ealll

Bourassa-Laurier government.”
