MILL STRIKE SETTLED

MANCHESTER. June 23.—The strike 
of the cotton mill workers in Lanca- 
shire was settled today on the basis of 
the workers obtaining a 48-hour week 
and a 30 per cent Increase in wages 
Work will be resumed on June 30.
