BERLIN, Jan. 3.—The backbone of 
the German Government today is the 
Technische Nothlife, a technical emer- 
gency and association supported by the. 
Government, Dr. Alexander Berwit,I 
one of the leaders of that organization 
in Berlin, told the correspondent of the 
Associated Press the other day. 1 

Dr. Berwit’s statement was made as 
the "alarm" went out for the Tech- 
nische Noth life to mobilize to take 
charge of the electric lighting plants 
here, left idle by a sudden strike. He 
considers his organization more potent 
than troops or police for the welfare 
of the country. 1

At Mercy of Few Radical». I
"Two or three hundred irresponsible 

radicals here can terrorize 4,000,000 
people," the doctor said. “Troop can-I 
not prevent It; the electric lighting 
plants are dark, the trams are still 
and what can soldiers do? They cannot 
operate these plants, which require 
highly skilled labor. There is only one 
organization that can assume control, 
and that is the Technische Nothilfe."I

The Technische Nothilfe went in and 
began firing the furnaces, and then the 
strikers voted to return to work. The 
Technische Nothilfe moved out.

"We are skilled workmen, not strike, 
breakers or labor union men: we really 
are representatives of a public that in 
these days is more or less at the mercy 
of a few agitators," said Dr. Berwit, 
"We never interfere In a strike for 
wages. All we do is step in and oper- 
ate public utilities, prevent sabotage, 
and furnish the people just the bare 
necessaries of a daily existence. We 
step into the breach when chaos threat- 
ens."

All Germany Organized,
In Berlin it is understood the Tech- 

nische Nothilfe has 10,000 men enrolled 
for immediate service: They are care- 
fully recruited from every business, 
and listed so there can be no confu- 
sion. Arrangements have been made 
whereby they can drop the work they 
are doing and answer the Technische 
Nothilfe’s call. "All Germany is as 
carefully organized as Berlin," Dr. 
Berwit declared.

"In case of disputes between em- 
ployers and labor we have nothing 
to say. Wage demands may be ex- 
orbitant or legitimate, we do not 
consider them. We merely see that 
people are not terrorized, that, de- 
struction of public utilities, sabotage, 
is held to a minimum. The leaders of 
union labor are not opposed to us. 
They are, in fact, with us, for the y 
realize it is essential to the life of the 

Istate to keep certain industries func- 
tioning. They are not always able to 
do that themselves.

"There no longer Is any great dan- 
ger from a general strike anywhere in 
Germany, for. mind you, all this agita- 
lion you hear so much about is not a 
general agitation; it's the howling of a 
few of the ultra-radicals, ready to do 
anything, spreading discontent where- 
ever they can. working for destruction 
of everything that is, and offering noth- 
ing worth while as a substitute."

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 3. — 
“Our most pressing tasks for the future 
are concerned with the United States of 
America; the most intimate acquaint­
ance between the two peoples, whereby 
on our part we will let the past lie 
buried and direct our view toward the 
future, a readiness to enter into the 
closest possible economic alliance with 
America, and the acceptance of Hard­
ing’s proposal to revive are idea of an 
international court or the organization 
of a better league of nations.

"We must, above all, be confirmed 
in the conviction that only through the 
solidarity of the Interests of all hu­
manity will it be possible to complete 
the work of reconstruction and to rem- 
edy the world’s economic situation."

Count von Bernstorff, former Ger­
man ambassador to the United States, 
and- president of the German League of 
Nations Society, declared the foregoing 
in continuing a recent address in the 
Saalbau at Frankfort, Germany, a copy 
of the address having been received 
here from Berlin today.

Discusses United States Politics.
"In regard to politics, we should not 

expect much from America," the count 
declared. "This may be inferred from 
the brief statement of former American 
Ambassador Hill in Berlin, who believed 
that for America there is only one for­
eign policy—the Monroe doctrine. 
America’s interest in Europe rests only 
on economic and humanitarian con­
siderations.

"Wilson’s failure in foreign politics 
followed upon his recognition that a 
policy of isolation could not harmonize 
for any length of time with an Ameri­
can economic alliance with European 
states. Therefore, Wilson attempted 
a reconciliation between the contending 
parties in which neither victor nor van­
quished should be recognized, and, for 
the avoidance of future wars, he sought 
the formations of the League of Na­
tions.

Speaks of Wilson’s Defeat.
"After Wilson’s failure the Idea of 

America’s political isolation was suc­
cessfully revived, and, simultaneously, 
the idea of the formation of an 
economic alliance. Therefore, since in 
America it has been considered Im­
practicable to assume the obligations 
arising under the Versailles treaty, the 
recent presidential election resulted in
