THE ECONOMICS OF MINING.
Few men ever devote a moment’'s
thought to the economlic, industrial
and commercial importance of mining
to the country. The constructive men
“of ‘all nations have been necessarily
optimists and the measure of their
success has been their ability to dis-
- ccunt the lack of courage and want of
confidence of the men who see every-
thing in this world thru spectacles -of
distrust and suspicion. No department
: of national activity has such a tremen-
dous bearing upon a country as -the
mining industry. It creates markets of
the highest desirability and stimulates
business in a manner that has no par-
allel,

Going along the Sellwood road re-
many sleighs were noted, all
brand new, bearing the trade name of
the Bain Wagon Works of Woodstock.
Thousands of dollars have been invest-
ed this equipment alo‘ne and the
workingmen “of Woodstock were, per-
haps unconscliously, already the bene-
ficiaries of Camp Gowganda.

Yet another was
loaded with stoves_ .from the Gurney
Foundry Co. of Toronto.

Next comes a train of 14 heavily
loaded sleighs bearing supplies from a
score of Toronto houses, including 2
shipment from the ‘Wm, Davies Gom-
pany of Toronto, and many bags of
flour from the Ogilvie and Lake of the
Woods Milling Companles,

Then a drove of cattle was passed,
for which good money had been paid
to the farmers of Ontarlo, Gowganda
needs fresh meat,

Of 300 horses employed on the road,
200 had been purchased from farmers
around Sudbury and on Manitoulin Is-
land. The remaining hundred were
drawn from idle lumber camps, thus
affording their owners a new .fleld of
activity.

Cases of biscuits on many of the
sleighs came from James McLauchlin
& Sons Co, Limited, Owen Sound,
Christie Bros,, Toronto, from the Pat-
erson works at Brantford, and the
Moonéy factory at Stratford.

Only yesterday The World announc-
ed the closing of the contract for the
delivery of machinery and supplies for
the Bartlett Mines, amounting to $75,~
000. Further plants are under order
for other mines, and the total expendi-
ture by fivée companies for machinery
and supplies will reach probably $300,-
000. Up in Ingersoll a plant has been
established for the manufacture oOf con-
densed. milk a@nd cream. The Bartlett
order for this commodity alone-is said
to exceed $700. A Montreal firm which
desiccates potatoes shares in the bene-
fit. Canning factories in all parts of
the province are profiting from
the stimulus afforded by the new camp,

Toronto hardware enterprises were
among the first to fee} the effect of
mining development. Rice Lewis & Son
could dobutless testity to this, for axes
and all sorts of tools of their make are
found in the mining country,

Peterboro canoe builders can testify
that hundreds of these little c¢raft are
under construction for the mining

elds. Tents for the north are also
being made in hundreds,

Another large item of businesg is in
explosives, for practically every claim
holder buys them. "The leading mines
at Gowganda-and the auxiliary camps
will use tens of thousands of dollars’
worth of dynamite and glant powder.
Thus workmen at Kingston and other
points in-Ganada will be benefited.

The abattoirs of Toronto ship dressed,

The testa-
tor, after directing payment of his debts,
devised to his wife his household furni-
ture, which was of trifling value, and the
palance of the rents arising or accruing
from his homestead farm after payment
thereout and therefrom of the sum of $200
per annum to his daughter, Susannah
Brown, during her lifetime. He bequeath-
ed the homestead farm to his grandsons,
Leonard and ‘Arthur Brown, but they
were not to receive or be allowed posses-
sion thereof until after his wife's death,
and his executors were to rent the farm
in the meantime and pay the proceeds
from the said rents as therein directed.
Susannah Brown died in the lifetime of
the testator. The first question was whe-
ther under the bequest of the balance of
the rents, the whole of the rents received
by the executor are payable to the widow
of the testator, or only the balance after
$200 has been déducted annually. As a re-
sult of the death of the daughter in the
testator’s lifetime, the balance of the
rents, the net proceeds, amount, I think,
to the whole of the rents, and the widow
is entitled to be paid the rents of the
homestead farm. The $200 annuity to Su-
sannah does: not ¥all into the residuary
estate. - The repairs necessary to keep
the buildings and fences on the homestead
farm in the state in which they were at
the death of the testator should be pald
by the executor out of the rent and charg-
ed against the widow. Apart from such
necessary expenditure, the widow is en-
titled to the rents during her ljfetime. The
personalty being exhausted, the debt of
$250 is a charge upon the realty in the
proportions in ‘which the widow, the de-
visees in remainder of the homestead
farm, and Catherine Quantz benefit under
the will. If the parties cannot agree there
will be a reference to the official referee
to determine the amount to be contributed
by each.
