Myers for the lead in the home straight
td won a punishing race in 2 mins.
1-6 secs. 3
When Snook finished his active career
he played an important part in the de-
velopment ‘of cycling and ‘cross-country
running ‘in: France, and our neighbors
owe much to him for the 'big strides
they have made, particularly in cross-
country and mid-distance running.
Well, Billy Snook has gone, but his
name will live long in athletic history
for he was indeed a fine runner.
