Guelph, July 80.—The Hydro-Klec-
u"‘m Power Commission of Ontario
some time ago sent to the city of
Guelph the opinions of two of the

These counstl, as may be seen from
the opinions given below, consider the
agreement, as entered into by the
commission and the city of Guelph, to
be a legal, valid and binding one:

Gentlemen~~Mr, Drury has stated
that the city solicitor for the city of
Guelph, before the agreement between
the city and the commission for the
sale of the Guelph Rallway was enter-
ed into, advised that there was no
lega]l authority for making such an
agreement, and Mr, Drury expresses
regret that such advice was not fol-
Jowed, s 1

Mr. Drury has been misinformed.

The facts are that the city solieitor
was not awate of section 3 of the
Hydro-Electric rallway act, 19186,
which expressly authorizes the acqul-
sition by the commigsion of the whole
or part of the street rallway, and

which reads as follows:

“The agreement may include in its
terms the purchase or leasing or ob-
taining running rights over anysteam
railway, electrical rallway, or street
railway, or any part thereof, as part
of the line of ratlway {8 hes construct-
ed and operated by the commission.”

When these statutory morovisions
were pointed out to the city solieitor,
together with the fact that the agree-
ment bejng submitted contained this

escape indicate that Gen, Lucas was
accompanied by 12 or 16 armed snl-
dlers at the time of the clash,
Iiscorted by the soldiers, he was be-
ing conveyed from Limerick in a lorry.
Ax the lorry approached the village of
Oola, a party of armed ralders ap-
peared, demanding that it halt and
surrender.

General Lucas and some of the sch-
diers seized rifles, but before they
could use them another volley from
the ralders rang out. Two soldiers fgll
dead, several were wounded and the
remalinder surrendered their arms, The
raiders carried off the soldlers’ equip-
ment and were about to set the lorry
afire -when another lorry appeared,
full of soldiers. The raiders thereupon
fled and General Lucas, with the sur-
vivors of his escort, was rescued.

SOLDIERS DISARMED
IN OUBLIN STREET

BY SINN FEIN BAND

Coup Most. Audacious and
Spectacular That They
Have Yet Attempted.

SIX ARE WOUNDED

Dublin, July 80.-—-Three soldiers and
three Binn-Ieiners were woundgd on
Thursday night, when a body of the
latter disarmed a detall of military
police in the heart of Dublin, The
coup was sald to have been the most
audacious .and spectacular that the
Sinn-Felners have accomplished in

the matter of disarming the military.*

The military police are posted at
Trinity College and at the Bank of
Ireland, opposite the centre of Dub-
lin traffic, and within view of the
principal Dublin police station, In the
disorder 1ast night, about ten Sinn-
Feiners held ‘up the pickets at the
bank, completely disarmed them, took
away thelr revolvers, and then mingl-
ed unconcernedly in the ecrowds emerg-
ing from the Theatre Royal During
the scuffle, threasoldiers were wound-
ed by discharges from comrades’
rifles, and three of thelr assallants
were slightly weunded.

A resolution introduced in the coun-
el of the Dublin chamber of com-
merce, calling for a measure provid-
ing complete self-government for Ire-
jand, has created much interest, as
the chamber, which represents all
large business interests of the city,
