“That legistation should be secured
preventing the reproduction of these
degenerates, there can be little ‘doubt.
'We spend tens of thousands in ex-
amining immigrants in order to ex-
clude undesirables, as feeble-minded,
criminals; degenerates, and those suf-
tering from cdommunicable disease, and
have legislation to warrant our doing
so, but we are permitting the repro-
duction of the same class that we are

rejecting, and no effort to stop it, or to
improve their environments,

. “Again, we take the positive side,
end consider euch families as the Gal-
tons, ' Darwins (Erasmus, Charles,

George, Horace and Francis) [in Eng-
{and, and Jonathan Edwards in Am-
erica, and yet cannot say how much
in these men is to:be credited tp here-
dity and how much, to. nvironments.
Conscience Cures Drink Evil.

“We have been told that only by the
slow eliminatihg process of the ages
could persons’ who craved for alcohol
be .weeded out; yet-what do we find
te.be the facts? In the span. of one
life time the soclal conscience has
done more to weed dut drunkenness
than many generations of heredity,
for we inherit not form only, but in-
herit also the laws of organic memory
—that eapacify for making habit-—and
this ' capacity in every man, by the
pressure and convention of the social
hive, can be redirected and reenforced
in geometric progression.

“I might urge that this problem of
heredity and . the sclence of eugenics
are too complicated and dark to guide
us in the production of the lives of
great men, and men who have led the
world tell us that they have not come
to this rank of life or that, but that
they have sprung up at thazards from
any soclal station. In all’ countries
great men have come alike from hall

and from hut, often from poventy, but
rarely from destitution.
Care For Children,

“House, feed and teach children de-
cently, and we shall -find geniuses, if
we note history correct, in all condi-
‘tions of men. When to all children
we have given a fair chance, then we
may see what we have to fight with
in heredity. p

The whole question of race improve-
ment thru. heredity constitutes the
subject, matter of the new science of
eugenics. ‘Once the importance of a
physical pedigree comes to be rated
at its full value, man’'s pride in his
own inhéritance will show iteelf In a
correlative feeling of - responsibility
for future generations. For the sake
of the children yet unborn, man and
woman will set for themseelves physi-
cal ideals of the highest order.

“What we understand by gut,‘hen-
ice,” continued Dr. Hastings, “is the
combined efforts that are essentlal
for securing the highést degree of hu-
man efficiency. Human vitality de—
pends upon two primary conditions:
first, those preceding birth, and sec—
ond, those during life. 'The latter em-—
brace sanitary. environments, safe
water supply, pure food, recreation
and amusement. The attainment of
these will depend on a proper per-
sonal and community effort,

: Science of Euthenics,

«“Phe sclence of euthenics is based
on the efficiency of its combined ac-
tion. The knowledge of the causes of
disease and the means by which they
can be transmitted from one person
fo another has been in the past kept
jargely within the precincts of our
universities, -colleges and laboratories,
put by democratizing the science of

1 preventive medicine we were able to

‘hand this information down to the
man on the:street in a form in which
he can easily assimilate it.

“1f we would have higher human
efficiency we must first secure better
Hiving conditiens.

“Engenics deals with race improve-
ment thru ‘heredity—that 1s, hygiene
for future ‘generations. Enthenics

vironments, that is, hygiene for the
present generation. ‘Euthenics, there-
fore, precedes eugenics, developing
better men now, and thus inevitably
creating a better race jof men for the
future.

Futhenics, therefore, [constitutes
what might be termed the foundation
on which eugenics must be based.

“It is most essential that the know-
ledge of the prevention of disease
should acecompany the knowledge of
the cause of disease, and to these we
must add the knowledge of the con-
servation of resources and vitality.

Any well organized campaign against
preventive : disease must be directed
along two distinct lines; firet, pre-
vention of -disease germs from enter-
ing the body, and, second, the devel-
oping of the resisting powers of the
pody, - which is capable of throwing
them off. ‘ :

#It should be‘the ambition of every
man  to understand the ielemental law
upon which 'his ‘prosperity, his future
happiness and in fact his very life de-
depends. / : .

“Pgsteur said many years ago that
it is within the power of every living
man to rid himself of every parasitic
disease. Obviously, then, sickness s
the result of disregarding some of the
laws of nature. Few people have a
proper p of the real significance
of biological evolution. Man is a part
of organic nature, subject to the laws
of development and growth, laws
which he cannot break with impunity.
1t 48 his business, theréfore, to fami-
lHarize himself with the forces of na-
ture, and conquer his environments,
and thus gain control of the conditions
which will affect his own well being.
But the individual 1s more or less
powerless if the community consclence
has not been awakened, inasmuch as
no man liveth unto himself.

“None of us can suppose for a mo-
ment that community hygiene is a
matter in which we have no personal
interest. The -duty Itself we may
evade, but we can never be sure of
evading the consequences of its mne-
glect. Communicable diseases do not
infrequently affect the rich, but they
thrive most among the poon, but by
reason of aur. common  humanity we
are all, whether  ri¢h or poor, more
nearly related here than weé are apt
to think. Ll
Private Diseases.

“There is probably no greater re-
flection .on our civilization and our in-
telligence than the fact that tens-of-
thousands of lives and hundreds-of-
thousands of dollars are being squan-
dered annually in endeavoring to cure
diseases that- with proper sanitary
precautions, never would have occurr-
ed; but it is gratifying to note that

.we are in the dawn of the public

health age, when the public will rea-
lize that the health of the nation is
its most valuable asset, and that pre-
servation of health is much more
sane than the treatment of disease.
“Nations are just awakening to the
fact that the waste of human life
from preventible disease and death is
enormous, They are beginning to.ask
the question, if this waste is prevent-
ible, what are the conditions neces-
sary to make prevention an ac~
complished fact. Practical business
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men and employers of labor are be-
ginning to recognize what this need-
less waste of vitality means,

are realizing that their business , in-
terests can no longer ‘stand a 10-per
cent. loss of efficiency on the part of
their employes, consequently upon low~
ired vitality re-n}ttn‘ from unsanitary

omes, improperly rloctzd and im-
properly ‘cooked foo
having been added lmpropoﬂy'heated*
and ventilated warehouses ‘and work-
rooms.

“It has been estimated that 20 per
cent. of the efficiency is lost in teach-
ers and pupils in all the public schools
on this continent, in consequence of
{mproper ventilation. Probably the
most petent factor in bringing abont
the great sanitary awakening that we
are now experiencing is the result of
the capitalizing of labor, and placing
s monetary value on human life and
human efficiency, ~while the loss
from preventible deaths in the United
States hae been figured at over one
billion dollars a year.”

SAULT STE. MARIE, Mich,, April 8,

Detour reports ice at the foot of Lime
Island about eighteen inches : thick,
which may cause some trouble for
boats. It is honeycombing very fast,
however, and  if steamers can get
around Lime Island there’'s no question
but they will reach the.Soo.

Heavy .thunderstorm with brilliant
flashes of lightning, raged over this
section this morning. The weather to-
day is warm and the probabilities point
to rain over this section today and
tomorrow. It will be necessary, how-
ever, to have strong easterly winds to
loosen up White Fish Bay to allow
steamers to break thru. Latest reports
give no change in conditions there.
Heavy windrowed ice extéends up to
point .and 'lake fields continually shift
with the winds.
