~ NUMBER OF LIQUOR LICENSES

The Attitude of Mr. Hazen and Mr. Maxwell in the Legisla-
ture --- The New Governn

ent Understood to Stand For
Strict Enforcement of the Liquor Law in St. John.

Temperance people in St. John are re-
joicing just now, for it is freely stated

this province, will insist upon the strict
and rigid enforcement of the liquor lic-
ense regulations. \

Although opiniohs may differ as“to the
wisdom of the license act, Premier Hazen
will, it is believed, take the same ground
as Premier Whitney of Ontario, that in-
asmuch as the act is on the statute books
it should be enforced. £

According to the provisiong of the liquor
license act St. John is allowed 75 retail
licenses. There is \also a .clause which
hitherto has never been taken very eeri-
ously by the commiseioners that the num-
ber of licenses issued in each ward must
not exceed a certain number in propor-
tion o the number rate payers. In
one or two city wards the licenses in
force are in excess of the number allow-
ed by law. )

There is aleo said to be an interesting
possibility .that ward prohibition may e
sbught by the ratepayers of some wards;
that is, the rate payers of a ward may
vote the saloon out of that ward. The
result of this, if put in force, would up-
doubtedly be to reduce the number of lic-
enses and to confine the saloons to certain
localities.

Another matter which it is rumored will
receive, atténtion is the abolition of the
“side deor.” This is supposed to have
béen eliminated, but a number of saloous
hive more than one'door at tlie present
time. g

Theére are today twenty licemsed ‘bar-
rooms, two ‘hotels and one¢ wholesale lic-
ense in this  ward alone. If this is not a
direct iviolation of the law, I would like
to know what is. Why do the license
“com joners ‘not do their duty,  and|
why ‘do mot the government, by whom
they are appointed, look after them? Jt
18 no part of a private eitizen’s duty te
see that the law is' properly carried out.
Under the old law a person who desired a
license needed to obitain a certificate from
the inhabitants of 'the ward that he was
‘a fit and proper person to hold a license.
I would ask that this provision of the old
law be re-enacted.”

“Section 19 of the act provides that four
licenses may: be issued for ‘the first 1,000
of population of a ward or parieh, and one
for every additional 50§.

BLAZE OF LIGHT .

Electric System to liuminate
Tracks from Depot to New
_Round House--New Plant to
Be Installed. '

The I. C. R. yard will in a few daya
be fitted with electric arc lamps, to ligat
the tracks from the depot to the round
house, beyond Gilbert’'s Lane. Twenty-
four new lamps will be put up. A crew
of men are now at work putting up poles
and stretching wires and the current will
probably be turned on in a few days.
The power will be furnished from a plant
in the round house, which already lights
the buildings and yard around the round
house. This plant is, however, rathsr
old and worn out, having been brought
here from Moncton, where it formerly
did service. >
. Plans are now being  prepared at Ot-
tawa for a neéw plant to be equipped with
the latest style turbine engines. This
new plant will be installed in the ele-
vator and is designed to take over all the
lighting for the . C. R. properties here.~
It is figured that with new and up-to-date
machinery the lighting ¢an be done at 5
about onésixth of the present cost. . .

The semaphores and signal lights alon
thé tracks are also being fitted with in-
¢andescent lights, which will effect a
great saving in time and expense. With
the oil lamps in the signal lights men
have ta climb the poles to fill, clean and
light the lamps, while with the incan-
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descents this trouble is all done away
with. ;

It is expected that the nmew wiring for
signal lights and arc lamps will be com-
pleted in .about a week. The wiring now
being done will serve for the new plant
as well as for the present machines, and -
with the new system St. John’s facilities
in this regard will be equal to the best."

In
fact, we were so .excited over some es-
pecially good work that we lost count of
the score. Then the trouble begdn. Mr.
Rockefeller insisted that he was two
points ahead of me. I had played a good
game. Really, my game was better than
that played by my host. I only claimed
however, that I was one point ahead. I
think that he could and should have yield-
ed me the one point. But he would not.

“He called his caddies and asked them
the score. They did not want to be dis-
courteous to me and they were afraid of
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offending him, so they said they had not
kept the score.

“We agreed to play two more holes
while we thought it out. But Mr. Rocke-
feller then insisted that he was right. So
I just picked up my sticks and defused
to play any more and we quit playing. I
haven’t seen him since.

‘My, but Mr. Rockefeller is an obstin-
ate young man,” sighed Mr. Carnegie.

Then he smiled brightly. “I will have
my revenge,” said he. “I hope to play
Mr. Rockefeller on his own links again
soon, and I expect to beat him. I can
do it ,you know, although it is hard 1o
beat a man on his own grounds.”
