During this year there will be five Eclipses, three of the Sun and two of

the Moon.

I.—On the 11th of June there will be a Total Eclipse of the Moon. The
eclipse will begin at Montreal 48 minutes past 11, and will end 6
minutes past 3 on the morning of the 12th. At Toronto it will
bggin at 26 minutes past 11, and will end at 42 minutes past 2 on
the morningof the 12th. The total eclipse appears 1 hour and 7
minutes after the beginning, and lasts a few minutes over an hour.

II.—On the 27th of June there will be a partial eclipse of the Sun. Not
vigible on this Continent. :

III.—On the 21st of November there wili be an eclipse of the Sun, only

partial and not visible in America.

1V.=-On thé 6th'of Décember there will be a Total Eclipse of the Moon,
visible as follows : 'begins at Montreal 51 minutes past midnight,
and ends 41 minutes past 4 ; begins at Toronto 28 minutes past
midnight, and ends 17 minutes past 4. This eclipse becomes
total 1 hour and 9 min. after the beginning, and continues 1 hour
and 32 minutes,
