Moust Vesvvics.—Tlhe state of Vesuvius is
now so interesting that a short description of it
will doubtless be acceptable.  Previous to the last
cruption which touk place on the Ist of January,
123D, the erater was completely tilled up, and from
the centre of it arose a small cone, just visible at
Naples above the rim of the crater, from which is-
sued fire and vapour. T'he effeet of the eruption

to change entirely this state of thir

contents of the crater were blown out, lesving a
vast abyss of the depth of nearly 800 feet, of the
form of an imverted cone, from a hole at the bottom
of which issucd perpetunlly fumes and vapour,
‘T'his immenge cavity has fi years been
gradually filling up, and latterly very rapidly, and
from tae constant discharge of scorim and lava,
itis now nearly full to the brim, while from the |
centre rises a cone visible from Naples, about 30
feet high, which issending forth abundaut fumes
und liquid lava, which iay be gcen running down
the outside of the nemntin.  I'hese circumstan-
s, combined with the long period of time which
hus elapsed since the Jast eruption, would lead us
to anticipate a similar occurrenceut no very dis-
tant period ; the great aceumulation of matter will
tend to pluz up the opening, and then will again
recur a glorious explosion to elear the outlet.
