BALFIIUR MB GOLF

Leader of ' The Opposition Wins| -
in Parliamentary - Golf Handi-|
cap For The Third Time

London, July 18—Arthur Balfour, lead-
er of the Opposition, has achieved the dis-
tinction of winning the parlamentary golf
bandicap for the third time on the Royal
8t. George Club’s links at Sandwich. His
previous victories were in 1884 and 1897.
No other other player has secured the
bandicap winning but onece.

Almost any member of parliament will
say that to win this tournament is better
than to enter the cabinet.

Mr. Churchil has won his way into of-
fice, but he has not yet mastered the art
of playing golf. However, he is trying
harda. When he was electioneering at Dun-
dee he found time to play several rounds,
and his handicap is now 24. From this
figure it is a little difficult exactly to es-
timate his form, for 24 is, in the case of
the majority of the clubs, the biggest hand-
icap allowed.

Mr. Asquith is a keen golfer, whose good
intentions are not mvumbly fraught with
good results on the links.
