He took the
ground that the Saskatchewan verdict in
these elections would be interpreted
throughout Canada as a declaration
whether or not this province remained
firm for freer trade. The results show con-
clusively that Saskatchewan is more deter-
mined than eevr that the dominion shall
have freer trade. Hundreds of Comserva-
tives thraw aside party affiliations and
supported Scott because of his steadfasted-
ness in standing by reciprocity. Numbers
of prominent former Haultain supporters
came out on the platform in support of the
Scott candidates.

Reciprocity Won.

In an interview today Haultain himself
says: “I sttribute the Liberal victory al-
most entirely to the strength of the reci-
procity sentiment.”

Prominent Haultain men admitted today
that the result of the elctions is a serious
blow to the Ottawa government. Mr.
Rogers in directing the opposition cam-
paign was recognized as representing Bor-
den and the defeat of the Haultain party,
was in reality the defeat of the federal
ministry whose attitude toward the west
since taking office became one of the big
issues of the contest.

Conservatives also admit that the result
of the election removed any doubt as to
whether reciprocity will continue the big-
gest issue of Canadian politics.

Bones Are Not Schillers and
Are Removed From
Princely Vault — Foelish

Pride in German Navy

An attraction in Weimer is the beauti-
ful “Fuerstengruft,” or mausoleum of the
reigning grand ducal family, situated in a
picturesque park in the suburbs of the
city. Among its features of interest are
the tombs of the great German poets,
Goethe and Schiller, whose remains were
laid there as posthumous tribute to their
genius, by Grand-duke Charles Augustus,
in 1826. It has been recently ascertained,
beyond the possibility of a doubt, that in
the case of Schiller, who died in 1805, and
whose supposed body was disinterred from
its first resting place for removal to the
princely vault, a mistake was made, and
the bones of a stranger placed in the sar-
cophigiie bearing hig name. The unknown
stranger has in consequence been ejected
from the Fuerstengruyt, and the Schiller
sarcophagus removed. For the present
grand-duke prudently takes the ground
that, since the scientists of Germany once
before made a mistake in the identity of
Schiller’s bones, there is no reason why
they should not do so again. So the re-
mains now believed to be those of Schil-
ler are to be interred in a vault of the
Stadtkirche, beneath a suitable monu-
ment.

The whole question of the identity turns
upon a skull. Schiller’s body was carried
by night by intimate friends te the ceme-
tery and placed in a vault which contain-
ed the bodies of several relatives and
friends. Twenty-one years later part of
the cemetery in which the vault was situ-
ated was condemned to demolition for the
purpose of instituting some public improve-
ments, and it was then that the grand-
duke offered a final resting place for Schil-
ler in his “Fuerstengruft.” Burgomaster
Schwabe, the only one remaining of
those who had been present at the original
interment, visited the vault in order to
identify. the remains, but found that the
shelves had given way, the coffins in fall-
ing had broken open, and that there were
no less than twenty-three skeletons heaped
upon the floor. The only way of distin-
guishing that of Schiller was by means
of the ekull, which was of a peculiar
shape, and by comparison with the death-
mask made at his death.

Accordingly, the mayor carried the
twenty-three skulls, duly numbered, home
in bags, and, marghalling them in order
on a table spent several nights comparing
them with the death-mark. Then he called
in several medical men and persons who
had known the poet, presented to them
the results of -his investigations, and. ask-
®d for their opinion. Their. views coin-
cided with his own, and on the strength
of this unanimous verdict, the selected re-
lic was restored to its skeleton. ;

One further test was applied. Goethe,
who had been an intimate friend of the
deceased, had some -pretensions to anatom-
ical knowledge. To him accordingly the,
bones were dispatched, contained in a long
box and accompanied by a note from the
burgomaster, which is still in existence:
“Herewith enclosed, Your Excellency will
find the entire skeleton of Schiller, lack-
ing only some few bones of the hands and
toes, which we did not wish to replace
by any foreign material.” Goethe pro-
nounced the bones to be undoubtedly those
of hie friend, and it was while holding the
skull in his hand that he became fired
with the poetic inspiration of his famous
ode, “On the Skull of Schiller,” which be-
gine:

L
“Mysterious vase whence oracles have
sprung.”

It was after this elegiac effusion, and
with the seal of Goethe’'s approval upon
the burgomaster’s verdict, that.the bones
were transferred to the Fuerstengruft, but
not before a plaster cast was made of the
skull.

In the hands of modern science, how-
ever, the death-mask and the cranial cast
have given rise to entirely different opin-
ions, and it has been shown that the bones
of the latter could never have underlain
the face of the former. Professor Froreig
of the University of Tubingen, Doctor
Neuhaus of the Berlin University, and
Professor Welker of Heidelberg, all of
European celebrity as osteologists, agree
that the skull declared in 1828 to be that
of Schiller could not have been his, but
th&y do not concur in the selection of any
other head-piece, each putting forward a
favorite of his own as the only authentic
one.

Professor Froreig's selection has the
largest following, especially among the
good people of Weimar, and it is to be

Make this into a custard, cooking in a
doub!e boiler, and when done, dissolve the
gelatine in the boiling custard. Strain and
add 2 tablespoonfuls. of wine and 2 table-
spoops -of sirup of brandied peaches.
