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THE LAW COURTS.

A meeting of the St. John Law Society

was called to meet in that city on Wednes-
day night last for the purpose of discuss-
ing the advisability of applying to have
two sessions of the supreme court held in
St. John every year, but owing to the in-
clemency of the weather, the meeting
was adjourned till Tuesday next, when
the matter will be taken into considera-
tion. This action is but the ontcome of
an agitation which has been carried on
with more or less persistency for some
years past among our neighbours in the
commercial metrojolis, and which in its
original integrity includes the removing
of the University, the Normal School, the
House of Assembly, the Supreme Court
and all the departmental offices as well
as government house, and the Episcopal
Cathedral to St. John, with a view to
concentrating all the social, political,
educational, legislative, judicial and
ecclesiastical life and functions of the
province within an area of about 3 miles
on every side of the market square, so
that the inhabitants of that loyalist
stronghold may be saved the exhaustion
involved in a trip to the present capital
for any of the purposes above mentioned,
and may transact all the affairs of life
within easy reach of their general fore-
sides. It cannot be said with certainty
that the present movement will be at-
tended by such widespread and sweeping
consequences as outlined above. It may
be even said that, if it is advisable or
right for the supreme court to set at two
different places alternately, the St. John
lawyers may, with every show of reason,
claims a right to its presence and atten-
tion for half the time. But we are sus-
picious of the whole movement, and we
maintain that the sup#me court of the
province, the higbest parely provincial
court of appeal, should, in accordance
with the custom and the spint of the
English law always set and
administer justice atone and the same
place during the entire year. It isthe
centre of the judicial system of New
Brunswick; towards it the eye of every
litigant is turned; it controls its more
humble and subordinate cbntemporaries
within the bounds of its own jurisdiction;
and it is about as consistant for it to have
a duplicats abiding place as it is for a
circle to possess two separate and inde-
pendent centres. The Supreme Court
should set either at one place or the
other during the entire judicial year; and
we are inclined to think that its present
location at Fredericton is much more
central and more accessible to all parts
of the Province than St. John would be
leaving out of consideration the fact that
the Supreme Court has always adminis-
tered justice from the celestial, and has
all its records stored in the building
adapted and appropriuted for that pur-
pose long ago.

MR. FOSTER’ SPEECH.

There was very little worthy of note in
the speech made by Hon. Mr. Foster at
the bauquet in St. John on Thursday
night. As might be expected the honor-
able gentleman touched upon the com-

mercial and industrial status of the

Dominion of Canada, and attempted to
impress upon his hearers, by detached
tat and parisons, that Can-
ada has since 1878 passed through a
period of continued and ever-increasing
prosperity, until she now stands in a
proud position among the colonies of the
Empire, and can boast & financial sound-
ness and credit not excelled, if1t is equal-
ed, by some of the great nations of the
earth, and to tell the truth, there did not
seem to be a dissenting voice raised
against the utterance of such sentiments;
but it must be remembered that they
were uttered at a place and on an occa-
sion where there were present only the
tried and true followers of the old policy,
no one of whom would have had the
temerity to openly question the semi-
official deliverance by the Finance minis-
ter, no matter how much he might doubt
them in his own mind. It was the
chosen opportunity for the glorification
of the National Policy, and Mr. Foster
went in on that line in very good style.
As for the future policy of the govern-
ment, the minister said that they in-
tended to stick to the N. P. upon principle
but would do their best to amend its details
