Second and Third Days of the Kxhibits
fon—-What British Columbia can
Produce—A Trip Through the
Machinery Hall-This Evening’s
Concert.

The British Columbia exhibit is per-
haps the fullest representation of pro-
ducts, curios and manufactured goods
shown by any province of Canada. The
exhibit is sent forwerd by the British
Columbia exhibit association with Mr.
R. E. Gosnell in charge of it as their
commissioners Mr. Gosnell 18 a
newspaper man who was former-
ly vcity editor of the Vancouver
News and he is full of information con-
cerning the province and the different
branches of its industries and resources
represented by the exhibit under his
care. The exhibit contains specimens
of the products the forests in the way of
manufactured woods and timber; of the,
farm in the agricultural produ¢ts and of
fruits; and of the seh'is‘the ‘shell fish
salmon and marine curiosities.

THE EXHIBIT OF FRUIT

These
boards are cut with two circular saws,
one cutting in the lower side of the log
while the other cuts the upper side.

There is a fine collection of manufac-
tured woods from the Royal City plain-
ing mills, Vancouver, in spruce, cedar,
fir;maple and alder. The doors made of
cedar, spruce and fir finished in oil are
much admired. They also show a very
bandsome mantle piece of polished
maple and alder.

THE GRAINS,

The showing of grains should entirely
dispel the prevalent idea that British
Columbia is not very well adapted for
grain raising. In this part of the exhibit
is wheat 7 feet high with magnificent
heads, turning out 35 to 80 bushels to
the acre, oats 6} feet high weighing 50
pounds to the bushel and giving as
high as 100 bushels to the acre. Timothy
hay is shown seven feet high of which 3
to 4 tons to the acre is sometimes cut.
