The sections, in my
opinion point to the captain as the per-
son to officiate; having turned the matter
thoronghly over, I%don’t scruple to
pronounce that a marriage solemnized at
sea by the master of a British merchant-
man is as legal and valid as though cele-
brated on shore in the usnal way.”
