SEARCH FOR GOLD.

Bars Supposed to Have Been Brought
From the Transvaal—Botha's
Appeal to Leyds.

Berlin, Nov, 30.—The British govern-
ment is telegraphing to all the German
rorts making inquiries concerning Boer
gold bars worth $650,000, which it is
supposed have been brought to this
ecuntry from South Africa within the
past fortnight. 'Me bars are directed to
former President Kruger and Dr. Leyds,
and, it:is presnmed, had been concealed
in the Transvaal, = Great Britain = will
erdeavor to legally attach the goid if it
can be located, on the ground that she
is entitled to all tho assets of the Trans-
vaal because she has assumed respon-
sibility for the debts of that country,
igcluding the bonds issued prior to the
war.

Gen. Botha’s reply to Colonial Secre-
tary Chamberlain that the late - Boer
government had no assets was strictly
true, as far as he knew, but since re-
ceiving Mr, Chamberlain’s letter, Gen.
Botha learned, according to seemingly
trustworthy information here, that Mr.
hruger aand Dr. Leyds have in their
pessession $2,500,000. Gen. Botha re-
quested them to turn over this gold for
the benefit of the Boer people, but Dr.
Leyds refused, averring that the money
v/as to Be used in upholding the Boer
nationality in the future. Gen. Botha
has notified Dr. Leyds that unless the
gold is given up, legal proceedings will
be brought against him.

JSEVELT ON
THE CORPORATIONS

REFERS AT LENGTH TO
TRUSTS IN MESSAGE

Says Necessary Supervision Must Be
Achieved by National Action—
Other Points Touched.

Washington, Dee, 2.—President Roose-
velt’s message at the beginning of the
second session of the 57th Congress was
submitted to-day. It was in part as
follows. ;

The Senate and House of Representa-
tives:— ;

We still continue in a period of un-
bounded prosperity. This prosgority is
rot the creature of 18w, but undoubted-
ly the laws under which we work have
been instrumental in creating the condi-
tions which made it possible, and by
unwise legislation it would be easy
enough to -destroy it. There will un-
doubtedly be periods of depressipn., The
wave will recede; but the tide will ad-
vance. This nation is “seated on a con-
tinent flanked by two- great oceans. It
is composed of men, the descendants of
pioneers, or, in a sense, pioneers them-
seives; of men winnowed out from among
the nations of the old world by the
energy, boldness and love of adventure
fcund in their own eager hearts. Such
i nation, so placed, will surely wrest
success from fortune.

Great fortunes have been accumulated,
end yet in the aggregate these fortunes
are small indeed when compared to the
wealth of the people as a whole. The
plain' people are better off than they
Lave ever been before.

In my message to the present Con-
gress, at'its first session, I discussed at
1ength the question of the regulation of
those big corporations commonly doing
en - interstate busiress, often with some
tendency to momopoly, which are popu-
larly known as ‘“trusts.’” The experi-
ence of the past year has emphasized, in
my opinion, thg, desirabiliby of the steps
0 s #roposed.
cuisite of .sacial efficiency is a high stand-
cra of individual energy and excellence;
but this is in nowise inconsistent with
rower to act in combination for aims

wlich cannot so well be achieved by the-

individual acting alone. A fundamental
base of civilization is the inviolability of
property, but this is in nowise inconsis-
tent with the right of society to regu-
late tha exercise of the artificial powers
which it confers” upon the owners of
rioperty, under the name of corporate
franchises, in such a ‘way as to prevent
the misnse of these powers. Corpora-
tcns, and especially combinations ° of
corporations, should be managed under
public regulations. Experience has
shown that under our system of gov-
ernment the necessary supervision can-
not be obtained by state action. It
must, therefore, be achieved by national
action. Our aim is not to do away with
corporations; on the contrary, these big
aggregations are an inevitable davelop-
ment of modern industrialism, and the
effort to destroy them would be futile.
This is accomplished in ‘ways that would
work the utmost mischief to the entire
Lcdy politic. 'We can do nothing of good
i1 the way of regulating and supervising
these corporations until we fix clearly in
our minds that we are not attacking the
corporations, but endeavoring to do away
with any evil in them. We are not
Lcstile to them; we are merely deter-
mined that they shall be so handled
as to subserve the public good. We
draw tte line against misconduct, not
against wealth,

In curbing -and regulating the combi-
nations of capital which are or may be-
ccme injurious to the public we must be
coreful not to stop the great enterprises
which have legitimately reduced the cost

of production; not to abandon the placa.

which our country has won in the leader-
skip of the international industrial
world, not to strike down wealth with
the result of closing factories and mines,
of turning the wage workers idle in the
streets and leaving the farmer without
a market for what he grows.

Tho power of the Congress to regu-
late interstate commerce is an absoluta
and unqualified grant, and without limi-
tatiens other than those prescribed by
the constitution. Thé Congress has con-
slitutional .authority to make all laws
niecessary and proper for execuling this
power, and I am satisfied that this power
hag not been exhausted by any legisia-
tion now on the statute books. It is
evident, therefore, that evils restrictive

| of commercial freedom and entailing re-

‘straint upon national commerce fall
within the regulative power of the Con-
gress, and that a wise and reasonable
Ianw would be a mnecessity, and proper
exercise of Congressional authority to
the end that such evil be eradicated.

I believe that monopolies, unjust dis-
cviminations, which prevent or cripple
competition, fraudlent over-chpitaliza-
tion, and other evils in trust organiza-
tions and practices which injuriously
affect interstate trade can be prevented
under the power of the Congress to
“regulate commerce with foreign na-
ticns, and among the several etates”
through whieh regulations and require-
ments operating directly upon sugh com-

=& - fundemental v

]
n-erce, the instramentalities tliereof and i
those engaged therein,

I earnestly recomumend tkis subject to
the consideration of Congress with a
view to the passage ¢f a law peason-
akle in its provisions and effective in
its openrations, upon yhich the questions
can be finally adjudicated that now raise
doubts £s to the necessity of constitu- ;
tional rmendment. If it prove inipos- |
sible to accomplish the pu-poses u}mve‘
set forth by such a liw, thren be asSsur-
ed that we should not shritk irom
amending the constitutior so as to se-
cure beyond peradventure the power
sought. :

'The Congress has no#cheretofore made
#ry appropriations  for the better en-
forcement of the anti-trust law as it now
¢«tends. Very much has been now done
Ly the parliament of justice in securing
the enforcement of this law, but much
wmore =ould be done if Congress wounid
make a special appropriation for tais
purpose to be expended under the direc-
tion of the attorney-general. Ome pro-
position advocated has been the redue-
tion of the tariff as a' means of reach-
ing the evils of the trusts which fall
within the category I have described.
Not merely would this be wholly inef-
fective, but the diversion of-our efforts
in such a direction would mean the
tbandonment of all intelligent attempt
tc do away with these evils. The ques- |
tien of regulation of the trusts stands |
epart from the qiestion of tariff revis-i
ien,

Stability of econentie policy must al-:
ways be, the prime economic need of this
country.’ This stability should not be
forsilization. The country has acqniese- |
«@ in the wisdom of the protective tariff |
principle. It is exceedingly undesirable
Lhat this system should be destroyed,
or that there should be violent and radi-
cal changes therein. Our past experi-
ences show that great prospenity m the :
country has always come under a pro- |
lective taTiff; and that the country can-
1ot prosper under fitful tariff changes
at short intervals. Moreover, if the
tariff laws as a whole work well, and if |
business has prospered under them, and !
is prospering, it is better to endure for a
time slight ineonveniences and inequali-
lies in some schedules than to upset |
besiness by too quick and toe radical
cl-anges.

One way in which the reacjustment
scught can be reached is by reciprocity
treaties. It is greatly to be desired that
such tréaties may be adopted. They can
Ee used to widen our markets and to give
a bettor field for the -activities of our
producers on the one hand, and on the

Wherever the tariff conditions are such
that a needed change cannot with ad-
vuntage be made by the application of
the reciprocity idea, then it ecan be
made outright by a lowering of duties

In my judgment, the tariff on anthra-
cite coal should be removed and anthra-
cite be put practically where it now is,
rominally on. the free list. This would
have no effect at all save in a crisis, but
in a crisis it might be of service to the
1'eople,

It would be both unwise and unneces-
stry.at this time to attempt to recon-
struct our financial system, which has
keen the growth of a century; but some
additional legislation -is, I think, desir-
able. The mere outline of any plan
sufficiently comprehensive to meet these
requirements would trangress the appro-
priate limits of this communication.

How to tecure fair treatment alike for
lcbor and for capital, how to hold in
cleck the unscrupulous mun, -whether
cmployer or employee, without weaken-
ing individual initiative, without ham-
pering -and cramping the industrial de-
velopment of the country, is a problem
fraught with great difficulties, and one
which it is of the highest importance to
eolve on lines of sanity and far-sighted
common sense as. well as of devotion {o
‘he right Both kinds of federation,
capitalistic and labor, can do much
good, and as a mnecessary corollary they
can both do evil. Opposition to each
kind of organization should take the
form of opposition to v hatever is bad in
th¢ conduct of any given corporation or
union—not to attacks upon corporations
as such, nor upon unions as such; for
come of the most far-reaching beneficent
work for our people has been accom-
piished through both corporatiors and
urions. - Eech must refrain from arbi-
trary or tyrants interference with the
r.ghts of othar.

It is earnestly hoped that a secretary
of commerce may be created with a seat
in the cabinet.

DROWNED AT SEA,

American Liner St. Louis Encountered
a Terrific Storm Crossing the
Atlantic—Seaman Lost,

New York, Dec. 1.—The ‘:American
line steamer St. Louis arrived to-day
from Southampton, one day late, after
a very stormy passage, Among the pas-
sengers were J. Allison Bowen, deputy
United States consul-general at Paris,
and Gen. Ben Viljoen, of the former

South African Republie.

The S8t. Louis plainly showed the eof-
fects of the rough weather. Her stacks
were salt encrusted, and one of the for-

ward starboard beats hung a erle=ran;
“the-davits. while others on:t¥e &@-ﬂ

were dented where the heavy seas struck
them. Puring the height of the storm
on Wednesday afternoon, a ‘seaman,
Charles Johnson, a . Norwegian, was
washed overboard and lost.

During almest all of the trip the cap-
tain was onthe bridge, and thé officers
were lashed to keep the seas from carry-
ing them away. On the 29th, the St.
Louis ran intosa violent hailstormn. The
hailstones were so large that the officers |
had hard work navigating the ship. For
days they ran the vessel under reduced
speed with the passengers hehind storm
doors, and the sea continually breaking
over the ship and sweeping ithe decks,
On Wednesday, in the afternoon, the
storm was so fierce and the sea, which
was high, was ‘breaking over the bow
with such force that it was feared that
some of the forward boats on the star-
Boaryy side would'be carried away.

Orders were given that the boats be
made more sacure and a detail of seven
men were sent up'to fasten thém. The
seas were sweeping the decks in a way
that made the work very dangerous, and
the wind was blowing a gale directly
across the bow. The seven seamen who
undertook to work, crept along the side
of the deck -to the forward boat. They
had been working but a few minutes to
make it secure, when a heavy sea came
curling over the rail. There was a shout
of warning and all of the men held fast
except Johnson, who was washed over-
board. The boat was stopped, but so
wild was the sea that no aid could be
given to the man and the stéamer resum-
ed her journey,

SUPPLY STILL SHORT.

Blizzard Would Cause Another Coal Famine
in New York.

New York. Dec. 2.—Upor the weather
only depends whether New York will be
visitéd by the greatest coal famine in its
history, says the Herald. Men who are
interested in twe.various branches of the
trade declare tonat they cannot get more
than a day away from the condition that
existed at the end of the coal strike, and
they will not be able to get further away
this winter. If a blizard should tie up the
rallroads three days wiil see the few re-
maining tons selling at prices which will
make them luxuries.

At the offices of the coal carrying roads
it was said every effort is being made to
meet the test when it comes, but there
was little hope. There is coming to tide-
water daily about 100,000 tons of hard coal.
About 26,000 tons of this goes to New
York. The rest goes to New England.and
Canada. New York's actual demand in
winter is about 30,000 tons a day. The
supply, therefore, is about 4,000 tons
short,

TOWED TO HARBOR.

Safety of Schooner Which Was Given Up
for Leost.

Detroit, Dec. 3.—A special to the News
says a report from Michipicoten announces
the safety of the crew of the schooner
Aloha which was given up for lost with all
on board. The Aloha was in tow of the
St. Charles Hebard, It reported she was
found deserted and afloat in the lake by
the steamer Ossifrage. Later the crew
was picked up on shore and put aboard
the Aloha, which was towed to Garganfus.

WAS 1T MURDER
OR AN ACCIDENT?

MYSTERY SURROUNDS
TRAGEDY AT RUSSELL

Death of Galician Women and Her Four
Children Wiil Be Investigated
by Authorities.

Russell, Man., Dec. 3.—Word was
brought to town yesterday of a most
shocking accident, or what may prove to
be a erime of fiendish conception, where-
by five Galicians, comprising mother and i
four children. ~lost their lives. The
vietims were Mrs. Hartook, -aged 34;
Mary Hartook, aged 9; McKay Har-
took, aged 7; John Hartook, aged 6;
Boby Hartook, aged 5 months.

The family lives in a log house with
stable near, 10 miles east of Russell.

The father had been working ,for John
Rutherford, a Silver Creek farmer, and
had been at his home on Wednesday
last. He went home as usual on Satur-
day night, and as he neared the place
found his house had been partially burn-

ed down. It was dark by this time, and
never thinking but that his family would,
be somewhere in the neighborhood, he |
tramped over to a neighbor’s place, only |
to learn that none of them kneyw even
that his house had been burned, much
less the whereabouts of his family.
Returning to his home with a lan-
tein a horrible sight met his gaze; his
wife with her baby clasped in her arms

was lying on the floor of the unconsum-
ed portion of the house, and three elder
children were lying under a .nass of:
charred stocks wkich had fallen on them,
Three children were all more or less
burned, but the mother and baby were |
not marked in any way. A dog, too, was
fornd dead on the floor. AN had been
dead some time as the bodies were
frozen hard.
