Immediately after the death of M. Carnot, 
Prime Minister Depuy started on his return 
to Paris in order officially announce the news 
to the Senate and the Chamber of Deputies.

INFURIATED AT ITALIANS.
After M. Carnot had been taken to the 

Prefecture it beeame generally known that 
his assassin was an Italian, and the feeling 
of deep indignation among the crowd found 
vent in the form of attacks upon cafes kept 
by inoffensive natives of Italy. Three such 
places, the Cafes Casati, Maderni, and 
Matasei. in the vicinity of the Pal tee of 
Commerce were totally wrecked by the 
infuriated mob. French flags, which were 
in abundance, were then

men and boys marched to the Rue de la Barre 
in which street the Italian Consulate is 
situated.

Sir—Ae I have been waited on this evening 
by one of your reporters who has signified to 
me your wish that I ehould give you a few 
facte iu relation to that with which my name 
ia at this time eo unpleasantly prominent, I 
gladly seize the opportunity of placing 
before the public the following abort hu* 
plain statement

For many years past convictions of the 
truth of the claims of the Church of Rome 
have atrongly possessed me, and have as 
many times until now been pnt away. These 
have been again aroused, and now ao strong­
ly that I cannot but believe them, unless I 
shall discover solid reasons to the contrary, 
to be the very voice of God speaking and 
plea ding with me. It has been the making 
tally known to the lord bishop of the diocese 
of Fredericton these facts that has caused 
him with my entire assent to suspend 
my ministrations in the Church of England 
until such time as, if ever, these religions 
difficulties shall be removed. For his lord- 
ship’s great kindness to me in this time of 
my trouble I can never feel sufficiently 
grateful.

Of my deer friend Prof Stocklsy, ae his 
name has been mixed up with this matter 
in the public papers, I will say a single word. 
It has been my great privilege to have him 
with me for several months past, and to 
minister to him, as well же 1 was able, 
during a time of deep affliction. Mr. Stock ley 
ie not and never has been a Romanist, but 
has long experienced religions difficulties 
simibr to my own. We have talked over 
these together, as was natural, but it is 
wholly untrue to attribute to his influence 
my present uncertainty. As I have before 
said, my religions doubts have been the 
growth of years, and for them I hold myself 
wholly responsible.

I must ask you to forgive this very imper­
fectly written note, for your reporter, though 
very patient, has compelled me to write 
against time.

Archbishop Tache, whom not only the 

Catholic Church but all Canada ehould 
lament, for he was a great Canadian, was 
a lovable type of the great churchman. 
He early became distinguished for his 
qualities of leadership, and before he 
had reached his thirties was charged with 
the supervision of a flock which lay 
scattered çver that immense area which 
now includes the Northwest proper, and 
the yet more distent,Peace and Macken­
zie River districts. It was a supervision 
which from the nature of the circum­
stances was more than spiritual ; it was 
material and political aa- well. He was 
the leader and the shepherd of hie people. 
He patrolled the vast northwest with his 
missionaries ahfi dotted it With missions 
so that no member of his flock, however 
distant, need be beyond the ministrations 
of religion. He taught his people the 
arte of husbandry in their transformation 
from plain hunters and voyageur» to 
agriculturists. He founded schools and 
colleges. When he became bishop the 
country was a Hudson Bay Company’s 
game preserve ; he saw it change into a 
territory of the Dominion, and then into 
■elf-goveming provinces. And if in these 
changes his people did not always listen 
to his voice and appealed against wrongs, 
suffered or feared, to physical force, they 
found in him their savior in adversity.

Archbishop Tfifche died with sorrow and 
grief in his heart at the downfall of hie 
ambitions. There is little doubt but that 
he hoped in his younger days to make his 
nationality and his religion the dominant 
forces in the great Weal) whose possibilit­
ies he grasped with his genius for states­
manship ; and that he failed so greatly 
that he disd with his people shorn of the 
{educational and racial privileges he had 
labored to secure for them was due not to 
any weakness in the man, but to Fate. 
But apart from these matters, which are 
unfortunately disputable, Mgr. Tache did 
a work for'eivilization and for religion in 
the West which entitles him to rank 
among our nation builders.

THE TRAGEDY ANNOUNCED.
The landau proceeded to the theatre, 

whore M. Rivaud and M*. Chaudey'Went to 
the President's box. As soon as they were 
seen the whole audience rose, and, amid 
profound silence, M. Rivaud said in a 
hoarse voice broken with sobs “The Presi­
dent has been assassinated.” 
announcement was received with a terrible 
explosion of fury, as the audience, when the 
first report of the assassination was received 
had, though greatly excited, generally 
discredited it.

The theatre resounded with shouts of 
“A mort 1‘assMsin," and cries for vengeance 
upon him. When silence was in a measure 
restored, M. Rivaud con tinned : “In the 
rue de la Republique a miscreant under the 
pretext of presenting a petition, stabbed M. 
Carnot with a dagger." M. Rivaud waa 
again internpted with shouts of “Death to 
the murderer,** “Revenge, revenge.**

Waving his hand for silence, M. Rivaud 
again spoke, saying: “Do not make my 
mission more painful. We left M. Carnot 
in the hands of the doctors. You understand 
that under these conditions our hearts are 
filled with sorrow and that the proposed 
performance in the President's honor cannot 
take place."

The audience then left the building, 
many of them proceeding at once to the 
Prefecture, where they stood in the streets 
waiting for any report ttyat might be 
vouchsafed them from the building, and 
discussing among themselves the horrible 
crime that they considered had oast disgrace 
upon the fair fame ol their oity.

The assassin is an Italian named Cesare 
Giovanni Santo. Aftar examining the 
President's wound, all the physicians in 
attendance upon him agreed that an opera­
tion was necessary whereupon Dr. Olliet 
immediately probed the wound. While 
this was being done M. Carnet came to his 
■anses and said feebly but distinctly : 
“How you are hurting me. " The doctors, 
however continued to attend the wound, 
the outward bleeding of which had stopped. 
They knew, though, the President's condi­
tion was extremely grave and they suspected 
that internal hemorrhage had commenced.

After M. Carnot had been taken from 
his carriage and pheed upon a bed in the 
Prefecture nobody but the doctors and the 
officers of his military household, who had 
accompanied him to Lyons, were allowed to 
enter the ,room to which he had been 
carried.

On the recommendation of the Minister 
of the Interior, an order in Council has 
been passed authorizing the sinking of 
test wells near Athabasca Landing on 
Pelican Lake to ascertain whether or not 
there is petroleum, in that region in pay­
ing quantities.

His Bxcellency the Gov­
ernor-General will take the chair and 
open the conference after which an ad­
dress of welcome will be delivered by Sir 
John Thompson. Addresses will also be 
delivered by one representative from each 
colony. The business meetings of the 
conference will commence on-Friday 
morning.,in the office of thq minister of 
Trade and Commerce, ahd are expected 
to last about two weeks. The meetings 
will be private.

PRESIDENT CARNOTS CAREER.
Marie Francois Sadi Carnot, fourth Presi­

dent of the French Republic, wee born 
at Limoges, France, August 11, 1837.
He was the eldest son of the ex-Minister 
Hippolyte Sadi Carnot, of 1848, who died 
in 1888, and was the grandson of Lazare 
Carnot, known as the “organizer of victory.” 
The late president was an engineer by pro­
fession and entered the Ecolo Polytechnique 
in 1857. At the revolution of September 
4th, Sadi Carnot wm charged м com­
missary extraordinary of the Provisional 
Government to organize the national de­
fence in three departments of the Seine 
Inferieure, the Eure and of Calvados and 
was appointed January 10, 1871, Perfect of 
the Department of the Seine Inferieure. 
He was elected representative from the 
Cote D’Or ,to the National Assembly on 
February 8 following, and took his seat 
with the Left and had himself inscribed м a 
member of the party known as the Republi­
can Left, of which section he bbcame Secre­
tary and voted for all the measures which 
tended towards the definite establishment 
of the Republic. Sadi Carnot presented 
himself at the general elections of 
February 20th, 1876, as a candidate for the 
Chamber of Deputies iu the second division 
of Circonscription of the Arrondissement of 
the Beaume, and was elected by 7,058 
votes, against about 5,700 votes uMt for 
his two opponents. He followed the same 
political course in the Chamber, of which 
he was elected secretary, and after the act 
of May 16th, 1877, he formed part of the 
363 deputies of the United Left, who re­
fused a vote of confidence in the Broglie 
Ministry. In the election of October 14th, 
1877, Sadi Carnot was re-elected in the seme 
Circonscription. During these legislations 
Carnot attracted attention during special 
discussions regarding public works, 
principally in connection with the debates 
upon railroads and interior navigation. He 
was frequently a member of the Budget 
Commission, and was chosen by that 
body in 1878 as Reporter of the 
Budget of the Ministry of Public Works. 
A decree of Aug. 26, 1878, appointed Sadi 
Carnot m Under Seeratary of State of the 
Ministry ef Public Works in the Dnfure 
Ministry. He retained this position 
under Premier Waddington, when the 
latter formed his Cabinet on February 4, 
1879, after Marshall MaoMahon had bien 
succeeded m President of the Republic 
by M. Jules Qrevy. At the end of 
1879 a ministerial modification having 
carried M. De Freycinet to the presidency 
of the Council of Ministers with the 
portfolio of Foreign Affairs, M. Sadi 
Carnot remained Under Secretary of State 
of the Department of Public Works under 
M. Varroy, whom he replaced as 
Minister of Public Works, in the first 
cabinet formed by M. Jules Ferry, in 
September 23, 1880. As one of the. 
chiefs of the Democratic Left and м 
President of the Group, M. Sadi Carnot was 
elected one of the four Vice Presidents 
of the Chamber and again received the 
portfolio in the Cabinet presided over hy 
M. Brisson, April 6, 1885, and passed a few 
days later to the Ministry of Fipance, 
replacing M. Clamageran. Later ho was 
elected to the Chamber of Deputies ач а 
Republican on the Cote D‘Or list in the 
elections of October 4, 1885. M. Carnot 
retained his portfolio in the Cabinet recon­
structed by M. DeFreyoinet,January 7, 1886. 
He definitely left the Ministry, with the 
Freycinet Cabinet in December, 1886, and 
was again elected a member of the Budget 
Commission.

Lyons, June 24.—The most extreme 
excitement has been caused everywhere 
in France by what hai proved a success­
ful attempt to aseaaainate President Çar- 

: not. To deeoribe the feeling in this oity 
would be impossible.

The Preeidept was visiting Lyons in 
ooeueetion with the in tarnations! exhibi­
tion. Upon hia arrival here he was 
tendered a reception at the Prefecture, 
after which he visited the exhibition. 
After spending some time at the exhibi­
tion he proceeeded to the Palaie| de 
Commerce where a banquet wae given in 
hie honor.

At 9.26 o’clock to-night President Car­
not started for the theatre, where a gala 
preformance waa to be given because of 
his presence in the oity. Several carri­
age» were in prooeseion the first one be­
ing occupied by the President.

M. Carnot’» carriage was driven slowly 
along in front of the Palais de Commerce 
and then turned into Rue de la Repulÿ 
lique, (till following the facade of the 
Palace. When half way down the street 
where people who were loudly cheering,» 
man rushed out of the crowd and sprang 
upon the step of the President’s landau. 
Just at this moment M. Carnot wae waving 
hie right and ealatiug with hie hat in hie 
left hand, in response to the ovation that 
was being given to him by the crowd. 
The people close to the carriage saw that 
the men «tending on the step had a knife 
in his hand. By the glare of the electric 
lights they saw the bright blade gleam 
in the air ae the assassin's arm loosened 
and then President Carnot was seen to 
fall back in hia seat, his face deathly 
pale. One of hie hands waa pressed over 
hie heart, where the eteel had entered hia 

'body.
M. Rivaud, Perfect of Lyons, who waa 

seated beside M. Carnot, immediately 
•truck the assassin g blow fall in the face 
and knocked him from the step, thus 
preventing him from again «tabbing the 
President, which it waa hia evident in­
tention ta do ao. Instantly cries of “Le 
President set assassine," “Mort a l’as- 
•aeein’,, were heaid on every side, and the 
crowd in the vicinity of the carriage 
•welled to enormous proportions, every 
member in it seemingly intent upon kill­
ing the assassin.

President Carnot lay motionless and uncon­
scious upou the cushions of the carriage. 
His ey« a were closed. His waist coat was 
unbottoned, and his shirt, on which the 
bright red cordon of the Legion of Honor 
was conspicuous, was covered on the left 
side just over the heart by a large blood­
stain that extended to the hip. It was 
impossible to tell from his appearance 
whether he was dead or alive.

The crowd surged about in the vicinity 
of the carriage, but the mounted guards and 
the foot police held them in check some 
distance from the landau in which the 
President was lying, 
expressions of pity for the President and 
anger at his assassin.

According to an at tide in the Boston 
Commercial Bulletinf the cotton cloth 
industry prospects in the United States 
are far form rosy. Increasing pressure 
of foreign competition on our markets, 
foreign and domestic, seems to be the 
destiny of onr cotton manufactures.

The industry in Europe is particularly 
depressed.

At the international meeting of textile 
workers at Roubaix, France, last Novem­
ber, the official reports told a terrible tale 
of foreign wages in the cotton industry. 
The weavers of Manchester, England, 
according to this report, earn on the 
average $6.63 for a week of 56 hours. 
The spinners average $8 53, the girls 
from eighteen to twenty years earning 
$4.30 to $4.50.

The Pope’s Encyclical Letter.iron pipes, brass
4£Bomb, June 20.—Tho jubilee encyclical 

letter of Pope Leo XIII, or political testa­
ment, the most important document Hie 
Holiness has drawn up, and probably the 
last work of magnitude which he will be 
able to give to the world, has been approved 
by a committee of the college of cardinals 
and will shortly be promulgated.

His Holiness 
then appeals to Protestants, and points out 
that they have no fixed rule of faith nor 
authority, and asserting that many of them 
even deny the divinity of Christ, the Inspira­
tion of the scriptures and ena by falling into 
naturalism and materialism. The Pope then 
names enlightened Protestants who ended 
by returning to Catholicism and exhorts 
others to return to the church in order that
